She continued her education at the Meshkov studio in
Moscow in the Kardovski courses and was guided by V.I. Surikov.
In 1920 she became famous for her series of sketches
“Moscow streets in the first years of the Revolution.” When she
graduated from VKhuTeMas (Higher Art and Technical Studios)
Razumovskaya made a trip to Middle Asia where she created a
series of picturesque canvases, “The Types of Old Bukhara” and
“Dungan Women of Seven Rivers” . Her one woman shows were
held in Moscow in 1957 and 1967 and in Gurzuf in 1939 and

1940.

In the 1960’s she travelled frequently in Europe and for
some time lived in Paris.

Nowadays her works are exhibited at the State Tretyakov
Gallery in Moscow, the State Russian Museum in St. Petersburg,
and in the Guggenheim Museum in New York City.

A prominent Russian female painter, and an Honored Artist of the Russian Federation and wife of the aca-
demician of the arts B. Yakovlev. In her early years she was a member of the artists’ group «The New Dutch», a
term invented by A. Lunacharsky, for their keenness for the 17th-century Dutch style. Ryangina studied at
Tsionglinsky's studio in St. Petersburg and at the Higher Art School under the Russian Academy of Fine Arts,
and graduated from the Moscow Higher Industrial Art Institute. In 1922-1929 she was a member of the leg-
endary art group AKhRR (Association of Artists of Revolutionary Russia). A regular participant of all major art
exhibitions in Russia and abroad (1924-1954), the works of S.Riangina are exhibited at the State Tretyakov
Gallery, the Central House of the Armed Forces, the Museum of the Ministry of Culture in Moscow, the State
Russian Museum in St. Petersburg, the State Museum of Russian Art in Kiev and in art museums in Baku,
Dnepropetrovsk, Yekaterinburg, Sevastopol, and Yaroslavl.

In 1929 took part in the exhibi-
tion of the Association in Colon and later in the art exhibitions in
New-York, Berlin, Prague, Vienna, Geneva and in Venice bien-
nale.

In the 1920s, he was awarded a grand to study in Germany
and Austria. He improved his painting skills copying western
European art masterpieces.

Perelman’s paintings are exhibited in the State Tretyakov
Gallery, the Russian museum in Saint Petersburg, Museum of the
October Revolution, the Soviet Army Museum and in many pri-
vate collections abroad.

In 1982 visited Italy with a purpose to make a
gift to the “Uffizi” Gallery in Florence. The Gallery administration specially ordered the artist's self-portrait for its well-known
collection of self-portraits of famous artists of the world in 1982.

The artist's paintings are exhibited at the State Tretyakov Gallery, the State Russian Museum, the State Historical Museum
and in many other art museums of Russia and CIS countries. His studio in Moscow has been transformed into the State
Artist's Museum - the D. A. Nalbandyan studio.

1. Conditions of business

The following prospective buyers are:

- consenting adults.

- All legal agents of legal entities with warranty to act on their behalf and written acknowledgment of payment guarantee.

2.3. Absentee bidding. A prospective buyer leaves an instruction to Seller to act on his behalf. An absentee bid form should be completed not
later than one working day before the sale. The lot numbers and the highest prices should be determined. The absentee bid forms are enclosed
in the catalogue and are available at the gallery.

3. The Sale.

3.1. Previewing.

All the lots in the sale are exhibited at the premises of Leonid Shishkin Gallery two weeks before the auction and Buyers should satisfy them-
selves prior to the Sale as to the condition of each lot and should exercise and rely on their own judgment of the lot according with its descrip-
tion. 3.2. lllustrations in the catalogue are for identification only.

3.4. The auctioneer is the only legal representative of the Seller and any dispute shall be settled at the auctioneer’s absolute discretion.

3.5. The Sales begins when the auctioneer announces each lot, its starting price and gives provenance.

3.6. If alot has an absentee bid, the sale begins with the reserved price. Telephone bidding follows general auctions rules.

3.7. A bid means an absolute agreement to the price and each succeeding bid should exceed the previous by a certain proportion.

3.8. The auctioneer shall in his discretion direct the proportion; usually 10 per cent (200$, 220%, 2509 etc.)

3.9. The highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price” and it indicates the sale is completed and no other conditions of the sale are
accepted by the Seller.

3.10. The Seller has the discretion without giving any reason to withdraw any lot from the auction.

4. The Seller guarantees.

4.3. The Seller guarantees that any lot which proves to be * “a deliberate forgery” may be returned by Buyer to Seller in the same condition in
which it was at the time of the auction and any amount paid for the any lot will be refunded.

* “a deliberate forgery” means an imitation made with the intention of deceiving as to authorship, origin, date, age, period, culture or source
which is not shown to be such in the description in the catalogue.

4.4. The Buyer shall have no rights under the Condition 4.3. if:

- The description in the catalogue at the date of sale was in accordance with the then generally accepted opinion of scholars and experts or fair-
ly indicated that there was a conflict of such opinion.

- The only method of establishing at the date of publication of the catalogue that the lot was a “deliberate forgery” was by means of scientific
processes not generally accepted for use until after publication of the catalogue or a process which was unreasonably expensive or impractical.
4.5. The Seller guarantees Condition 4.3. provided that the Buyer as a true owner has and is able to transfer a good and marketable title to the
lot free from any third party claims.

4.6. All the details of the sale will remain confidential.

5. Payment

5.1. Prices indicated in the catalogue are approximate and only the sale will determine the final value, excluding Seller's premium. The starting
price of a lot is usually one half of the lower estimate published in the catalogue. Highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price”. The
Seller adds 5% premium to the hammer price that is less than 10.000% and 3% premium to the hammer price exceeding 10.000$.

5.2. When a lot is sold the Buyer shall pay the “total amount due” the day of the sale or not later than seven working days after the auction.
5.3. The Seller, at its discretion, can offer credit terms to the Buyer under which the Buyer will leave a deposit (usually 20 per cent of the “total
amount due”) and will pay the rest not later than seven working days.
