Early creative searches of A. Karev are connected with impressionism, symbolism of Borisov-Musatov, and activities of
unions “Blue Rose” and “World of Art".

Years of his studying (1895—1998) he spent in Saratov, where there was at that time an incredible increase of artistic
life. In Bogolyubovsk Art School Karev entered the group of gifted young men where he met PV. Kuznetsov, A. T. Matveeva,
PS. Utkin. Artists of Saratov were deeply influenced by V.E. Borisov-Musatov, to whom Karev is obliged for understanding
of the essence of art. After further studies in Penza (1898-1901) with K. A. Savitsky as a teacher, and in private art school
in Kiev (1901—-1902), in 1903 Karev comes to St. Petersburg where he works in Free Comradely Workshop for four years.
Takes part in exhibitions “Wreath”, Salon “Golden Fleece”, “World of Art” (1911). In 1920s Karev was a member of art
association “Four Arts”. Among the best Karev's landscapes — “City landscape. Vasiljevsky Island”, “Strike at the Plant”
(both - 1926), “City landscape. Andreevsky market” (1927), “Neva” (1934). During last twenty years of his life he devot-
ed himself to teaching.

The life of Vassili Miniayev, born in the family of the court architect of the last Russia Tsar,
changed very much after 1917, the year of the revolution. He managed to receive a good artistic
education but he was not able to, or probably chose not to enter official artistic society. He worked
as an architect-designer for the Stalin Empire style buildings, creating at the same time a series of
beautiful paintings for his own pleasure, in a process which seemed a kind of inner immigration.
His style is unique and can be considered remarkable phenomenon in Russian post-impressionism.

KUKRYNIKSY — a creative team of Soviet artists — graphic artists and painters — which consisted of acting members of the
Academy of Arts of USSR, People’s artists of USSR (1958), Mikhail Kupriyanov (1903-1991), Porfiriy Krylov (1903-1991),
Nickolay Sokolov (1903-2000). All the three of them studied in Moscow VkhuTeMas-VHuTeIN. (1921-1929), and there, in the
wall newspaper, their creative group was established. The pseudonim Kukryniksy is compelled of first syllables of Kupriyanov's and
Krylov's surnames, and of the first syllable of the name and first letter of the surname of Sokolov. Together with Deni, Moor,
Borodaty, Cheremnykh and B. Efimov they created an absolutely unique phenomenon in the world culture — “positive satire”. Took
active participation in all undertakings of Soviet government. Since 1933 — constant authors of caricatures in “Pravda” newspaper,
thus became the main country’s guides and agitators (in satirical form) of official political line. The work method of Kukryniksy is
unique: the artists achieved the unitary, “kukryniksy” hand, in which they united their personal talents in the collective creative pro-
cess (every one of them also painted individually — they made portraits and landscapes). Were famous mostly for many brilliant
caricatures and cartoons, as well as book illustrations made in typical caricature style.

The staging works for Kukryniksy were grotesque topical caricatures about the inner and international life (series “Transport”,
"Warmongers”, agitation and antifascist posters (“Defeat and destroy the enemy without pity!”, 1941), illustrations to books of
M.E. Saltykov-Schedrin (1939), A.P. Chekhov (1940-1946), M. Gorky (1933, 1948-1949), I. Iif and E. Petrov (“Golden Calf"),
and pictures (“Old masters”, “The end”)

The group was awarded Lenin Prize (1965), Stalin Prize (1942, 1947, 1949, 1950, 1951), State Prize of USSR (1975).

AUCTION RULES

1. Conditions of business

The seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) holds the auction in order to sell the property that is included in the auction collection and published in the
auction catalogue on the following terms and conditions.

2. The Seller and the Buyer

2.1. The Seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) conducts the business and entitles the auctioneer and his assistant to hold the sale, on such other terms
through its legal representatives.

2.2. Actual or prospective buyers complete the registration form and receive their bid numbers.

The following prospective buyers are:

- consenting adults.

- All legal agents of legal entities with warranty to act on their behalf and written acknowledgment of payment guarantee.

2.3. Absentee bidding. A prospective buyer leaves an instruction to Seller to act on his behalf. An absentee bid form should be completed not
later than one working day before the sale. The lot numbers and the highest prices should be determined. The absentee bid forms are enclosed
in the catalogue and are available at the gallery. In the event of identical bids, the earliest will take precedence.

3. The Sale.

3.1. Previewing.

All the lots in the sale are exhibited at the premises of Leonid Shishkin Gallery two weeks before the auction and Buyers should satisfy them-
selves prior to the Sale as to the condition of each lot and should exercise and rely on their own judgment of the lot according with its descrip-
tion. 3.2. lllustrations in the catalogue are for identification only.

3.3. The Sale starts at the time indicated in the catalogue and on the Gallery web-site. The catalogue can be ordered via e-mail: Ishishkin@yan-
dex.ru and by phone number: 694-35-10.

3.4. The auctioneer is the only legal representative of the Seller and any dispute shall be settled at the auctioneer’s absolute discretion.

3.5. The Sales begins when the auctioneer announces each lot, its starting price and gives provenance.

3.6. If alot has an absentee bid, the sale begins with the reserved price. Telephone bidding follows general auctions rules.

3.7. A bid means an absolute agreement to the price and each succeeding bid should exceed the previous by a certain proportion.

3.8. The auctioneer shall in his discretion direct the proportion; usually 10 per cent (200$, 220%, 250% etc.)

3.9. The highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price” and it indicates the sale is completed and no other conditions of the sale are
accepted by the Seller.

3.10. The Seller has the discretion without giving any reason to withdraw any lot from the auction.

4. The Seller guarantees.

4.1. The Seller guarantees accurate information on the goods described in the catalogue.

4.2. All goods in the sale are examined by the Seller or if the need arises by the State museums, restoration centers or any other expert or authority.
4.3. The Seller guarantees that any lot which proves to be * “a deliberate forgery” may be returned by Buyer to Seller in the same condition in
which it was at the time of the auction and any amount paid for the any lot will be refunded.

* "3 deliberate forgery” means an imitation made with the intention of deceiving as to authorship, origin, date, age, period, culture or source
which is not shown to be such in the description in the catalogue.

4.4. The Buyer shall have no rights under the Condition 4.3. if:

- The description in the catalogue at the date of sale was in accordance with the then generally accepted opinion of scholars and experts or fair-
ly indicated that there was a conflict of such opinion.

- The only method of establishing at the date of publication of the catalogue that the lot was a “deliberate forgery” was by means of scientific
processes not generally accepted for use until after publication of the catalogue or a process which was unreasonably expensive or impractical.
4.5. The Seller guarantees Condition 4.3. provided that the Buyer as a true owner has and is able to transfer a good and marketable title to the
lot free from any third party claims.

4.6. All the details of the sale will remain confidential.

5. Payment

5.1. Prices indicated in the catalogue are approximate and only the sale will determine the final value, excluding Seller’s premium. The starting
price of a lot is usually one half of the lower estimate published in the catalogue. Highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price”. The
Seller adds 5% premium to the hammer price that is less than 10.000$ and 3% premium to the hammer price exceeding 10.000%.

5.2. When a lot is sold the Buyer shall pay the “total amount due” the day of the sale or not later than seven working days after the auction.
5.3. The Seller, at its discretion, can offer credit terms to the Buyer under which the Buyer will leave a deposit (usually 20 per cent of the “total
amount due”) and will pay the rest not later than seven working days.

5.4. If any lot is not paid for in full or if there is any other breach of either of the aboved Condition, the Seller, at his discretion, will be entitled to
keep the deposit, to re-sell the lot at a public auction or at a private sale.

5.5. The Buyer can pay by cash or by credit card (Visa, MasterCard, American Express, Maestro).

6. Collection of purchases.

6.1. The Buyer at his own expense will pick up the lot purchased not late than seven working days after the day of the auction and not before
payment to the Seller of the “total amount due”.

6.2. For an additional fee the Seller can provide export licenses from the Russia Ministry of Culture and international shipping.
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
