He masterly worked in different techniques and materials, varying impressive effects of a sculptural material with
reference to different biological kinds. He successfully acted as the graphic artist and the artist of a book.

Since 1919 he worked as a teacher - in VKhUTEMAS (the All-Union Art Workshops) and other institutes.

In 1957 he has published the book "The Image of an animal. The animal painter’s notes".

His works are housed in the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State Russian Museum (St. Petersburg) and
other great museums of our country.

Laureate of Stalin Prize (1946, 1951),
Lenin Prize (1982). Studied at the Thilissi Academy of Fine Arts, student of E. Lancere (1924 - 1929).

In 1931 moved to Moscow. During his long artist’s life he made portraits of many representatives of political elite (including Stalin,
Khrushev, Brezhnev), and received among the artists the informal nickname “first brush of Politburo”.

For a group portrait of representatives of Armenian culture — “Varnatun” (1974-1976) was awarded with Gold Medal of the
Academy of Fine Arts of the USSR in 1978. Nalbandyan’s paintings are exhibited at the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State
Russian Museum (St. Peterburg) and other leading museums. His self-portrait is in “Uffizi” Gallery in Florence since 1982.

In the year of graduation from VKhuTeMas she has visited Bukhara and Samarkand with an expedition of monuments of archi-
tecture restoration. The exotic, multi-colour image of the East became consonant to the creative temperament of the young artist.
As a result of a trip was graphic series - "The Types of old Bukhara", “Dungan Women of Seven Rivers”, etc. In the creativity of the
VkhuTeMas graduate the tendency of the modern art, first of all constructive ones, are processed from the point of view of a plastic
image of the East.

Julia Razumovskaya's destiny has developed as the majority of her colleagues-contemporaries. She became the fair realist,
apparently, forgotten her "sins" of the VKhuTeMas (Higher Art and Technical Studios) youth. However in the end of her life she
returned to the impressions of her youth and created on them several great decorative works of the Central Asian cycle of a bound-
ary 1960-1970-s.

Nowadays her works are housed in the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State Russian Museum (St. Petersburg), and in
the Guggenheim Museum (New York City).

LAKTIONOV ALEXANDER IVANOVICH (7910, Rostov on Don — 1972, Moscow)

Alexander Laktionov is a symbol figure of “the soviet impressionism”. He is one of the last masters of socialist
realism, understanding as a “Big style”. He is famous for his painting Letter from the Front (1947, The State
Tretyakov Gallery; Stalin Prize 1948), where the picture from a silent life of provincial small town has expressed
feelings of the peace and rest.

He studied at the Leningrad Academy of Arts (1926-1929), and at postgraduate studies at the Academy
under the tutelage of I. E. Grabar; among his tutors was Isaac Brodsky.

"Thematic" compositions - a socialist realism genre art dominate in his post-war paintings. Laktionov specially
studied painting technique of the old masters. His paintings are housed in the State Tretyakov Gallery, the State
Russian Museum, and in many other museums of the former USSR.

Yuriy Pimenov was a classic of soviet art, created the following paintings: “Let’s be the heavy industry!” (1927), "New
Moscow” (1937), “Wedding on the street of tomorrow” (1962). He was a painter, a graphic artist, a scene painter.

Yu.Pimenov studied at the VKhuTeMas (the All-Union Art Workshops) under the tutelage of Sergei Malyutin, Vladimir
Favorsky. In 1920s he was one of the organizers and ideological inspirers of art association OST (Association of Artists of easel
painting). He taught at All-Russia State Institute of Cinematography in Moscow. (1945-1972, professor from 1947).

An active member of the Academy of Fine Arts of the USSR (1962), People’s Artist of the USSR (1970), laureate of the
State Prize (1947, 1950, and 1967). Works of Yu. Pimenov are kept in the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State

MALYAVIN FILIPP ANDREEVICH (1869, Kazanka village, Orenburg region — 1940, Nice, France)

F. Malyavin was a famous Russian painter, the representative of Russian modern.

Since 1885 he went as a novitiate in a Monastery of Saint Panteleimon on Athos and worked in the icon workshop.
Under the recommendation of professional artists he has left for Petersburg to study painting.

He graduated the Academy of Arts (1892-1899), where he studied under the tutelage of llya Repin.

He participated in the exhibitions of the Society of Traveling Art Exhibitions, “World of Art” and was a member of the
Union of Russian Artists. Since 1900 he settled in a village Aksin‘ino near Ryazan. In 1918 he moved to Ryazan and in
1920 - to Moscow. F. Malyavin was delegated by the Union of Russian Artists to the Kremlin, where he drew from life
V.I.Lenin and other party leaders, later in the emigration he created a cycle of malicious caricatures on the basis of the
Kremlin drawings.

PETROVICHEV PETR IVANOVICH (1874, Vlysokovo, Yaroslavl pr. — 1947, Moscow)

P.Petrovichev is one of the most known masters of Russian lyrical landscape in spirit of "Russian impression-
ism". At school at the Rostov Museum of Church Antiquities (1890-1892) he has found an experience of skill, has
got acquainted with Vasily Vereschagin. The venerable painter has advised the young man to get professional art
education, and helped him to settle in Moscow later. In 1892-1903 he studied at Moscow College of Painting,
Sculpture and Architecture under the tutelage of Isaak Levitan and after death of the famous artist (1900) under
the tutelage of Apollinary Vasnetsov.

In 1902 Petrovichev participated in Petersburg exhibition of “World of Arts” group. His landscape “After rain”
was acquired by Pavel Tretyakov for his Gallery.

Since 1904 Petrovichev was a constant participant of exhibitions of the Union of the Russian Artists.

In 1917 his first personal exhibition was held.

In 1937-1943 he taught painting and drawing at Moscow Art College.

In 1944 the big personal exhibition was held in Central House of Arts, devoted to the Artist seventieth
anniversary.

Petrovichev’s works are housed in the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State Russian Museum (St.
Petersburg), in the collections of great museums of Russia and the former USSR.

AUCTION RULES

1. Conditions of business

The seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) holds the auction in order to sell the property that is included in the auction collection and published in the
auction catalogue on the following terms and conditions.

2. The Seller and the Buyer

2.1. The Seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) conducts the business and entitles the auctioneer and his assistant to hold the sale, on such other terms
through its legal representatives.

2.2, Actual or prospective buyers complete the registration form and receive their bid numbers.

The following prospective buyers are:

- consenting adults.

- All legal agents of legal entities with warranty to act on their behalf and written acknowledgment of payment guarantee.

2.3. Absentee bidding. A prospective buyer leaves an instruction to Seller to act on his behalf. An absentee bid form should be completed not
later than one working day before the sale. The lot numbers and the highest prices should be determined. The absentee bid forms are enclosed
in the catalogue and are available at the gallery. In the event of identical bids, the earliest will take precedence.

3. The Sale.

3.1. Previewing.

All the lots in the sale are exhibited at the premises of Leonid Shishkin Gallery two weeks before the auction and Buyers should satisfy them-
selves prior to the Sale as to the condition of each lot and should exercise and rely on their own judgment of the lot according with its descrip-
tion. 3.2. lllustrations in the catalogue are for identification only.

3.3. The Sale starts at the time indicated in the catalogue and on the Gallery web-site. The catalogue can be ordered via e-mail: Ishishkin@yan-
dex.ru and by phone number: 694-35-10.

3.4. The auctioneer is the only legal representative of the Seller and any dispute shall be settled at the auctioneer’s absolute discretion.

3.5. The Sales begins when the auctioneer announces each lot, its starting price and gives provenance.

3.6. If alot has an absentee bid, the sale begins with the reserved price. Telephone bidding follows general auctions rules.

3.7. A bid means an absolute agreement to the price and each succeeding bid should exceed the previous by a certain proportion.

3.8. The auctioneer shall in his discretion direct the proportion; usually 10 per cent (200$, 220%, 250% etc.)

3.9. The highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price” and it indicates the sale is completed and no other conditions of the sale are
accepted by the Seller.

3.10. The Seller has the discretion without giving any reason to withdraw any lot from the auction.

4. The Seller guarantees.

4.1. The Seller guarantees accurate information on the goods described in the catalogue.

4.2. All goods in the sale are examined by the Seller or if the need arises by the State museums, restoration centers or any other expert or authority.
4.3. The Seller guarantees that any lot which proves to be * “a deliberate forgery” may be returned by Buyer to Seller in the same condition in
which it was at the time of the auction and any amount paid for the any lot will be refunded.

* “a deliberate forgery” means an imitation made with the intention of deceiving as to authorship, origin, date, age, period, culture or source
which is not shown to be such in the description in the catalogue.

4.4. The Buyer shall have no rights under the Condition 4.3. if:

- The description in the catalogue at the date of sale was in accordance with the then generally accepted opinion of scholars and experts or fairly
indicated that there was a conflict of such opinion.

- The only method of establishing at the date of publication of the catalogue that the lot was a “deliberate forgery” was by means of scientific
processes not generally accepted for use until after publication of the catalogue or a process which was unreasonably expensive or impractical.
4.5. The Seller guarantees Condition 4.3. provided that the Buyer as a true owner has and is able to transfer a good and marketable title to the
lot free from any third party claims.

4.6. All the details of the sale will remain confidential.

5. Payment

5.1. Prices indicated in the catalogue are approximate and only the sale will determine the final value, excluding Seller’s premium. The starting
price of a lot is usually one half of the lower estimate published in the catalogue. Highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price”. The
Seller adds 5% premium to the hammer price that is less than 10.000% and 3% premium to the hammer price exceeding 10.000%.

5.2. When a lot is sold the Buyer shall pay the “total amount due” the day of the sale or not later than seven working days after the auction.
5.3. The Seller, at its discretion, can offer credit terms to the Buyer under which the Buyer will leave a deposit (usually 20 per cent of the “total
amount due”) and will pay the rest not later than seven working days.
