LENTULOV ARISTARKH VASILIEVICH (1882, Voronie village, Penza province — 1943, Moscow)

One of the most famous Russian artists of XX century. The artist of a powerful, hedonistic spirits, innovator in painting.

Studied at the Penza Art School (1898-1900, 1905), Kiev Art School (1900-1904) and the studio of Dmitry Kardovsky in St.
Peterburg (1906-1910). Traveled to France and Italy (1911), visiting in Paris the La-Palette Academy and having taken the lessons from
the cubists J. Metsenje and A. La-Focogne.

In 1910 became one of the founders and member of the ‘Diamond Jack’ Association (1910).

Having reconsidered cubism and fovism, created a special type of the futuristic panel treating the world as a kaleidoscope of dynamic
colors and forms.

His images of Russian church architecture became especially famous — faery-jolly and at the same time latently-catastrophical
sights — the cathedrals here are as if falling into pieces or, on the contrary, built up from colorful elements.

Keeps active cooperation with theatre, works on the plays in the Chamber theatre («Merry Wives of Windsor», 1916), the Bolshoy
theatre («Prometheus», 1919).

In 1928 Lentulov was a chairman of the Moscow Artists Society (it united a lot of members of the ‘Diamond Jack’ Association).

In the easel painting he preferred the landscape (Sergiev-Posad, Volga and Crimea landscapes of 1920-s are close to expression-
ism). His attempts to join the programme of social realism (a series of pictures about building of underground, 1939) were not a suc-
cess.

Was teaching at the VKhuTeMas Higher School of Arts and adjacent institutes in 1919-1943.

Apart from the painting itself Lentulov did a lot of teaching. Since 1919 he was a professor at VKhuTeMas-VkhuTeln, since 1937 —
professor of the Moscow Arts Institute.

Works of A..V. Lentulov are kept at the State Tretyakov Gallery, the State Russian Museum and in all larger museums of our country.

LABAS ALEXANDR ARKADIEVICH (7900, Smolensk—1983, Moscow)

A famous Soviet artist, one of the most recognizable member of the Society
of Easel Painters (OST). His style is an original post-futuristic expressionism, with
a keen reaction to all that new which was brought to the world by modern tech-
nology. Peculiar manner, which adds to oil paints the transparent lightness of
watercolor, brings a true feeling of flight to his images («In the aeroplane
cabin», 1928, the State Tretyakov Gallery; «Airship and orphan asylum», 1930,
the Russian Museum).

In 1912-1917 studied at the Stroganov chool of Arts and Industry.
Attended the studio of Ilya Mashkov (1916) and free arts workshops (1917),
where his teacher was Petr Konchalovsky.

Since 1919 did military service in Red Army at the Eastern front; after
demobilization continued his studies in VKhuTeMas (the All-Union Art
Workshops)(1921-1924). Was one of the founders of the Society of Easel
Painters (OST; 1925). Early experiments of subjectless art, constructivism
acquired in the years of studying, as well as teaching (1924-1929) in
VKhuTeMas add a certain avangard tint to Labas works which are exhibited in
the State Tretyakov Gallery, State Russian Museum, State Museum of Fine Arts,
Polytechnical museum (Moscow).

SHEVCHENKO ALEXANDR VASSILIEVICH (1883, Kharkov —1948, Moscow)

Russian avant-gard artist and theorist of art.

In 1898-1908 studied at the Stroganov School. He polished his skills at Paris Academies of Eugene Carriere (1905-1906), and
at The Moscow School of Painting, Sculpture and Architecture (1908-1909), where among his tutors were Abram Arkhipov and
Konstantin Korovin. Participated in exhibitions «World of Art», «Donkey tail», «Youth association», «Makovets», «Association of
Moscow Artists».

Started with the impressionism (Paris landscapes 1905-1906) and symbolist fantasies in the spirit of «Blue Rose», draw pictures
in futuristic style. Under the influence of Mikhail Larionov he joined primitivism and ryonism. In 1913 published the brochures
«Neo-primitivism. Its theory. Its opportunities» and «Principles of cubism and other modern styles in the painting of all times and all
peoples».

Having overcome the temptation of avant-gard, he returned to figurative art.

After the revolution of 1917 he was in charge of the literature-artistic subdivision of the Board on Art Affairs of the People’s
Comissariat of Education (1918-1921), taught at VKhuTeMas (the All-Union Art Workshops, 1918-1929), took active part in
work of the Russian Academy of Art Sciences and creation of the Museum of Painting.

As the time passed, in his art again strengthened features of symbolism, but in a new, briefly-generalised manner. During last
years he was critised for formalism, nevertheless continuing to work in the way of «quiet art», painting lyric and coloristically virtuo-
sic landscapes and genres.

Taught at the Textile Institute, since 1941 headed the painting department.

The works are kept in the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State Russian Museum (St. Petersburg), large museums of the
former USSR and private collections in Russia and abroad.

LEBEDEV VLADIMIR VASILIEVICH (1891, Saint Petersburg — 1967, Leningrad)

Russian artist, original representative of Russian avant-garde, brilliant designer of children’s books. The most outstanding figure
of Leningrad graphic school of 1920-1930s, frequently referred to as «Lebedev’s school».

In 1910-1914 attended the workshop of F. A. Rubo, and School of drawing, painting and sculpture of M.D. Bernstein and L.V.
Sherwood, in 1912-1914 studied at the St. Petersburg Academy of Arts.

Cooperated with the periodicals "Satiricon” and "Novy Satiricon” (1911-1917). One of the founders of Okna ROSTA (Russian
Telegraph Agency Windows) in Leningrad (1920-1921). Joined to the avant-gard «Assosiation of new waves in art»
(1922-1923) under chairmanship of Vladimir Tatlin; was under great influence of the latter. Later was a member of the associa-
tion «Four Arts».

During his avant-gard period he worked on concave-relieves, researching the texture-plastic possibilities of different materials,
as well as still-lives in the cubism manner.

In 1920-s he returned to decorative art - graphic series: "Laundresses” (pencil, Indian ink, gouashe; 1920-1925) « Panel of
Revolution » (1922), «NEP» (1925-1927). His gift of an illustrator expressed in children’s books illustrations: «Fairy-tale of stupid
mouse», «Circus», both - 1925; «Luggage», 1926; «Usaty-polosaty», 1930; (texts by S. Y. Marshak) are considered the master-
pieces of this genre.

In the following years he worked successfully as a books graphist and easel-artist. His works of “socrealism epoch” are charac-
terized by female portraits and character types full of slightly ironic erotism.

The significant place in Perelman’s creativ-
ity was borrowed with industrial theme. He studied at Moscow College of Painting, Sculpture and Architecture
under the tutelage of Abram Arhipov, N. Kasatkin, K.Korovin, S.Malyutin (1915-1919).

In 1918-1922 he took part in the project of agitation propaganda, was the representative of Arts
Department of the People’s Commissariat on Education and the Rector of the Saratov Arts and Applied Arts
Institute. Was one of the founders of the Association of Artists of Revolutionary Russia, one of the first acting
members of the Association, having been its Chairman. Entered the ‘Artists-Painters Trade-Union’ (1918),
‘The Moscow School Painters Association’ (1923).

A Corresponding member of the Academy of Fine Arts of the USSR (1947), acting member of Akademy of Arts of
the USSR. Chairman of the board of directors in Moscow Regional Union of Artists (1955 - 1958). Head of the Painting
and Drawing faculty in VGIK (the All-Union Cinematography Institute) (1938 - 1959).

He worked also in K.F. Kapshtejn's studio in Berlin (1910). Since 1909 he was engaged in a sculpture all by himself.

In 1903-1913 he traveled across the Western Europe; made trips to India and to Ceylon. He was influenced by
ancient Egyptian and ancient Indian culture. The theme of "rebirth”, investing its animals with almost human charac-
teristics, serves as a mythological background of all Vatagins creativity.

He masterly worked in different techniques and materials, varying impressive effects of a sculptural material with
reference to different biological kinds. He successfully acted as the graphic artist and the artist of a book.

Since 1919 he worked as a teacher - in VKhuTeMas (the All-Union Art Workshops) and other institutes.

In 1957 he has published the book "The Image of an animal. The animal painters notes".

His works are housed in the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State Russian Museum (St. Petersburg) and
other great museums of our country.

As a result of a trip was graphic series - "The Types of old Bukhara", “Dungan Women of Seven Rivers”, etc. In the
creativity of the VkhuTeMas graduate the tendency of the modern art, first of all constructive ones, are processed from the
point of view of a plastic image of the East.

Julia Razumovskaya's destiny has developed as the majority of her colleagues-contemporaries. She became the fair realist,
apparently, forgotten her "sins" of the VKhuTeMas (Higher Art and Technical Studios) youth. However in the end of her life she

SVESHNIKOV BORIS PETROVICH (7927, Moscow — 1998, Moscow)

A Russian artist, representative of «informal art», famous first of all for his “Gulag-art”.

In 1946, during his studying at the Institute of Applied and Decorative Art, he was arrested on a charge of «anti-Soviet
propaganda» and sentenced to 8 years of concentration camps.

He was convoyed to Ukhtizhemlag (Komi ASSR) to do earth works. Survived thanks to the fact that he was transferred to
the camp Vetlosyan and appointed a watchman in the wood-working shop, which had an art workshop.

In 1954, after the end of his imprisonment, Sveshnikov returned to Moscow; in 1956 he was rehabilitated.

In 1954-1957 lived in Tarusa, afterwards settled in the capital.

Successfully worked for Goslitizdat (State Literature Publishing house), made lots of illustratios for books by I.W. Goethe,
E.TA. Hoffman, H.C. Anderson, the Grimm brothers, M. Maeterlinck, K.G. Paustovsky (1960s), — this was where his gift of
romantic symbolist, artist of a sophisticated historical stylization, was expressed.

In his paintings he gradually moved from early precise graphic pictures to the ones made of pointilistic haze of small dotty
strokes. His heroes, as a rule, are romanticized prisoners or unknown people wandering in the worlds of their nightmares and
daydreams.

His works are kept in the Museum of Modern Art in Jersey-city and Zimmerly Museum of Modern Russian Art of the
Rutgers University (USA), in State Tretyakov Gallery, and in the collection of the society «Memorial».

The most significant personal exhibitions of the artist took place
in the State Tretyakov Gallery in 2004 and in the Russian Academy of Arts in 2005. Prize winner of Leninist Komsomol Prize,
USSR State Prize, USSR Council of Ministry Prize, Prize of President of Russian Federation.

People’s artist of the USSR. Since 1975 teaches at the Moscow Polygraphic Institute, since 1980 has been the chairman
of department of drawing, painting and composition. His works are kept in the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State
Russian Museum (St. Petersburg), Moscow Museum of Modern Art, and in some other regional museums, the Museum
Ludwig (Cologne).

Noe Gedenidze is one of the most original artists of the soviet epoque.

Before the war Gedenidze studied at the Thilisi Academy of Fine Arts. During the War he
fought and was seriously wounded. Already in mature years, in 1962 he graduates from
Moscow Surikov art Institute. Along with Laktionov A. he painted portraits of party and gov-
ernment leaders. But his real art life passed in a two-storeyed studio in a silent Olhovsky lane,
where he painted for his own pleasure as he wanted and felt, not expecting to participate in
any exhibitions. At that time he created colorful symphonies executed of complex symbolic,
individual mythology.

During Gedenidze's lifetime the only one small exhibition of his works took place in 1987
in Khimki, the Moscow suburb. Now we are just starting to discover him as a big artist.

AUCTION RULES

1. Conditions of business

The seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) holds the auction in order to sell the property that is included in the auction collection and published in the
auction catalogue on the following terms and conditions.

2. The Seller and the Buyer

2.1. The Seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) conducts the business and entitles the auctioneer and his assistant to hold the sale, on such other terms
through its legal representatives.

2.2. Actual or prospective buyers complete the registration form and receive their bid numbers.

The following prospective buyers are:

- consenting adults.

- All legal agents of legal entities with warranty to act on their behalf and written acknowledgment of payment guarantee.

2.3. Absentee bidding. A prospective buyer leaves an instruction to Seller to act on his behalf. An absentee bid form should be completed not
later than one working day before the sale. The lot numbers and the highest prices should be determined. The absentee bid forms are enclosed
in the catalogue and are available at the gallery. In the event of identical bids, the earliest will take precedence.

3. The Sale.

3.1. Previewing.

All the lots in the sale are exhibited at the premises of Leonid Shishkin Gallery a week before the auction and Buyers should satisfy themselves
prior to the Sale as to the condition of each lot and should exercise and rely on their own judgment of the lot according with its description. 3.2.
lllustrations in the catalogue are for identification only.

3.3. The Sale starts at the time indicated in the catalogue and on the Gallery web-site. The catalogue can be ordered via e-mail: Ishishkin@yan-
dex.ru and by phone number: 694-35-10.

3.4. The auctioneer is the only legal representative of the Seller and any dispute shall be settled at the auctioneer’s absolute discretion.

3.5. The Sales begins when the auctioneer announces each lot, its starting price and gives provenance.

3.6. If alot has an absentee bid, the sale begins with the reserved price. Telephone bidding follows general auctions rules.

3.7. A bid means an absolute agreement to the price and each succeeding bid should exceed the previous by a certain proportion.

3.8. The auctioneer shall in his discretion direct the proportion; usually 10 per cent (10 000 rub, 11 000 rub, 12 000 rub, etc.)

3.9. The highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price” and it indicates the sale is completed and no other conditions of the sale are
accepted by the Seller.

3.10. The Seller has the discretion without giving any reason to withdraw any lot from the auction.

4. The Seller guarantees.

4.1. The Seller guarantees accurate information on the goods described in the catalogue.

4.2. All goods in the sale are examined by the Seller or if the need arises by the State museums, restoration centers or any other expert or authority.
4.3. The Seller guarantees that any lot which proves to be * “a deliberate forgery” may be returned by Buyer to Seller in the same condition in
which it was at the time of the auction and any amount paid for the any lot will be refunded.

* “a deliberate forgery” means an imitation made with the intention of deceiving as to authorship, origin, date, age, period, culture or source
which is not shown to be such in the description in the catalogue.

4.4. The Buyer shall have no rights under the Condition 4.3. if:

- The description in the catalogue at the date of sale was in accordance with the then generally accepted opinion of scholars and experts or fair-
ly indicated that there was a conflict of such opinion.

- The only method of establishing at the date of publication of the catalogue that the lot was a “deliberate forgery” was by means of scientific
processes not generally accepted for use until after publication of the catalogue or a process which was unreasonably expensive or impractical.
4.5. The Seller guarantees Condition 4.3. provided that the Buyer as a true owner has and is able to transfer a good and marketable title to the
lot free from any third party claims.

4.6. All the details of the sale will remain confidential.

5. Payment

5.1. Prices indicated in the catalogue are approximate and only the sale will determine the final value, excluding Seller’s premium. The starting
price of a lot is usually one half of the lower estimate published in the catalogue. Highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price”. The
Seller adds 5% premium to the hammer price that is less than 500 000 rub and 3% premium to the hammer price exceeding 500 000 rub.
5.2. When a lot is sold the Buyer shall pay the “total amount due” the day of the sale or not later than seven working days after the auction.
5.3. The Seller, at its discretion, can offer credit terms to the Buyer under which the Buyer will leave a deposit (usually 20 per cent of the “total
amount due”) and will pay the rest not later than seven working days.

5.4. If any lot is not paid for in full or if there is any other breach of either of the aboved Condition, the Seller, at his discretion, will be entitled to
keep the deposit, to re-sell the lot at a public auction or at a private sale.

5.5. The Buyer can pay by cash or by credit card (Visa, MasterCard, American Express, Maestro).

6. Collection of purchases.

6.1. The Buyer at his own expense will pick up the lot purchased not late than seven working days after the day of the auction and not before
payment to the Seller of the “total amount due”.

6.2. For an additional fee the Seller can provide export licenses from the Russia Ministry of Culture and international shipping.
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
