OSTROUKHOV ILYA SEMENOVICH (7858, Moscow — 1929, Moscow)

Russian artist, colector. Master of a landscape, representative of impressionism.

Didn't get a systematic art education, but was a member of «abramtsevsky studio» of Savva Mamontov, and in
1882-1884 attended a St. Petersburg studio of Pavel Chistyakov. Followed advice of Ilya Repin, Vasily Polenov,
Valentin Serov.

Was a member of «Association of Itinerats» and «Union of Russian Artists».

Was among the most famous Russian landscape artists of his time, combining a mild impressionist manner with
the poetics of the “mood landscape”, close to paintings of I. Levitan. In his late years he mainly painted using his old
sketches, not on nature.

He sold his pictures to P.M.Tretyakov, was his friend and advisor. In 1905-1913 was a member of the Board of
trustees of the Tretyakov gallery.

Was an outstanding expert of old Russian art and was a member of committees of restoring the Kremlin cathe-
drals and other medieval monuments.

Composed a unique collection of Old Russian paintings which was nationalized after the revolution, but he was
appointed its life-long keeper. After his deth the Museum of Icon Painting and Fine Arts named after I.S. Ostroukhov
was dissolved: its main part was transferred to the Tretyakov gallery.

Pictures of Ostroukhov are kept in the State Tretyakov Gallery, State Russian Museum, and in other large collec-
tions.

Took his first lessons in painting from Taras Shevchenko.

In 1861 entered the Academy of Arts, in 1863 got a big silver medal.

Made sketches in the Crimea, Kiev province and Finland.

In 1868 graduated from the Academy of Arts with the degree of a 1st rank artist, and for his Crimean land-
scapes he got a golden medal and right to go abroad for free. In 1869-1872 worked in Paris, Switzerland,
Germany and Italy as a «pensioner of an Academy».

1874 — degree of academician;

1878 — degree of professor for his picture «Hay harvest».

Member of the Academy Council.

Took part in establishing Kiev Art School.

Liked «open» views — seascapes, sunsets, floods, moon nights, was inclined to depict the most effective
states of nature.

Made lots of pictures for aristocracy of Moscow and St. Petersburg, for the royal family, was as popular as
Ivan Ajvazovsky.

His pictures are kept in the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State Russian Museum (St. Peterburg) and
in other large museums of the former USSR.

Traditions of Russian realistic landscape of the second half of XIX century
were combined in his works with the manner of a new generation of Moscow artists.

Graduated from the Moscow School of Art, Sculpture and Architecture, a pupil of Valentin Serov and Konstantin
Korovin.

In the beginning of 1900s started participating in exhibitions.

In 1910 he became a member of the Union of Russian Artists, and in 1911 — a member of the Association of
[tinerants.

Subjects of his pictures often were views of the Urals, Moscow region and western regions of the country, some-
times he added elements of animalistic genre to his landscapes.

During the years after the revolution his paintings hardly changed.

Pictures of Turzhansky are kept in the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State Russian Museum (St.
Peterburg) and other large state collections.

LEBEDEV VLADIMIR VASILIEVICH (1891, Saint Petersburg — 1967, Leningrad)

Russian artist, original representative of Russian avant-garde, brilliant designer of children’s books. The most outstanding figure of
Leningrad graphic school of 1920-1930s, frequently referred to as «Lebedev’s school».

In 1910-1914 attended the workshop of F. A. Rubo, and School of drawing, painting and sculpture of M.D. Bernstein and L.V.
Sherwood, in 1912-1914 studied at the St. Petersburg Academy of Arts.

Cooperated with the periodicals "Satiricon" and "Novy Satiricon” (1911-1917). One of the founders of Okna ROSTA (Russian
Telegraph Agency Windows) in Leningrad (1920-1921). Joined to the avant-gard «Assosiation of new waves in art» (1922-1923)
under chairmanship of Vladimir Tatlin; was under great influence of the latter. Later was a member of the association «Four Arts».

During his avant-gard period he worked on concave-relieves, researching the texture-plastic possibilities of different materials, as
well as still-lives in the cubism manner.

In 1920-s he returned to decorative art - graphic series: "Laundresses” (pencil, Indian ink, gouashe; 1920-1925) « Panel of
Revolution » (1922), «<NEP» (1925-1927). His gift of an illustrator expressed in children’s books illustrations: «Fairy-tale of stupid
mouse», «Circus», both - 1925; «Luggage», 1926; «Usaty-polosaty», 1930; (texts by S. Y. Marshak) are considered the masterpieces
of this genre.

In the following years he worked successfully as a books graphist and easel-artist. His works of “socrealism epoch” are characterized
by female portraits and character types full of slightly ironic erotism.

KRYLOV PORFIRY NIKITICH (7902, village Schelkunovo, Tula region — 1990, Moscow)

A Soviet painter and graphic. Member of a unique art trio Kukrynicksy (together with Mikhail Kupriyanov and Nickolay
Sokolov) — a significant event of Socrealism.

Studied at the art studio in Tula (1918-1921) where his teacher was Grigory Shegal.

Later studied at Moscow VKhuTeMas-VKhuTeln (1921-1928) where his teachers were Aleksander Osmerkin and
Aleksander Shevchenko, and Petr Konchalovsky at his post-graduate course.

Together with Mikhail Kupriyanov and Nickolay Sokolov since 1924 worked in newspapers «Komsomolskaya pravda»,

YAKOVLEV VASILY NIKOLAEVICH (1893, Moscow —1953, Moscow)

Russian artist, a keen follower of academic manner of painting. He sought to combine “the style of old gurus” with the targets of
socrealism.

From 1911 he studied at physico-mathematical department of the Moscow University, taking lessons at the studio of Vasily
Meshkov (in 1913-1914). In 1914-1917 studied at the Moscow School of Arts, Sculpture and Architecture, where his teachers
were Abram Arkhipov and Konstantin Korovin. Was one of the active members of the Academy of Arts.

For many years he worked as a restorer of paintings in various museums, headed the restoration workshop in the State Museum of
Fine Arts (Moscow).

Images of Italian, Dutch and Flemish paintings, together with impressions from creative assignments materialized into very pecu-
liar canvas, full of pathos and technical proficiency: the series «Fish of the Barentsev Sea» (1931-1934), «Gold-diggers are writing to
the author of the Great Constitution» (1937), «Argument about Art» (1946), «Kolkhoz herd» (1948; Stalin Prize of 1949). He also
draw portraits of salon type and “old-style” landscapes (views of Sorrento, 1933).

In 1938-1939 and 1949-1950 was the chief artist of All-Union Agricultural Exhibition.

Actively worked as a teacher (since 1918 taught in Free Art workshops, the Moscow State Art Institute named after V.I. Surikov).

The last serious work of Yakovlev was management (together with Pavel Sokolov-Skalya) of restoration of the Sevastopol panora-
ma by France Rubo (since 1952).

Works are kept in the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State Russian Museum (St. Petersburg) and other large museums of
the former USSR.

Noe Gedenidze is one of the most original artists of the soviet epoque.

Before the war Gedenidze studied at the Thilisi Academy of Fine Arts. During the War he fought and was seri-
ously wounded. Already in mature years, in 1962 he graduates from Moscow Surikov art Institute. Along with
Laktionov A. he painted portraits of party and government leaders. But his real art life passed in a two-storeyed
studio in a silent Olhovsky lane, where he painted for his own pleasure as he wanted and felt, not expecting to
participate in any exhibitions. At that time he created colorful symphonies executed of complex symbolic, individ-
ual mythology.

During Gedenidze's lifetime the only one small exhibition of his works took place in 1987 in Khimki, the
Moscow suburb. Now we are just starting to discover him as a big artist.

AUCTION RULES

1. Conditions of business

The seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) holds the auction in order to sell the property that is included in the auction collection and published in the
auction catalogue on the following terms and conditions.

2. The Seller and the Buyer

2.1. The Seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) conducts the business and entitles the auctioneer and his assistant to hold the sale, on such other terms
through its legal representatives.

2.2. Actual or prospective buyers complete the registration form and receive their bid numbers.

The following prospective buyers are:

- consenting adults.

- All legal agents of legal entities with warranty to act on their behalf and written acknowledgment of payment guarantee.

2.3. Absentee bidding. A prospective buyer leaves an instruction to Seller to act on his behalf. An absentee bid form should be completed not
later than one working day before the sale. The lot numbers and the highest prices should be determined. The absentee bid forms are enclosed
in the catalogue and are available at the gallery. In the event of identical bids, the earliest will take precedence.

3. The Sale.

3.1. Previewing.

All the lots in the sale are exhibited at the premises of Leonid Shishkin Gallery a week before the auction and Buyers should satisfy themselves
prior to the Sale as to the condition of each lot and should exercise and rely on their own judgment of the lot according with its description. 3.2.
lllustrations in the catalogue are for identification only.

3.3. The Sale starts at the time indicated in the catalogue and on the Gallery web-site. The catalogue can be ordered via e-mail: Ishishkin@yan-
dex.ru and by phone number: 694-35-10.

3.4. The auctioneer is the only legal representative of the Seller and any dispute shall be settled at the auctioneer’s absolute discretion.

3.5. The Sales begins when the auctioneer announces each lot, its starting price and gives provenance.

3.6. If alot has an absentee bid, the sale begins with the reserved price. Telephone bidding follows general auctions rules.

3.7. A bid means an absolute agreement to the price and each succeeding bid should exceed the previous by a certain proportion.

3.8. The auctioneer shall in his discretion direct the proportion; usually 10 per cent (10 000 rub, 11 000 rub, 12 000 rub, etc.)

3.9. The highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price” and it indicates the sale is completed and no other conditions of the sale are
accepted by the Seller.

3.10. The Seller has the discretion without giving any reason to withdraw any lot from the auction.

4. The Seller guarantees.

4.1. The Seller guarantees accurate information on the goods described in the catalogue.

4.2. All goods in the sale are examined by the Seller or if the need arises by the State museums, restoration centers or any other expert or authority.
4.3. The Seller guarantees that any lot which proves to be * “a deliberate forgery” may be returned by Buyer to Seller in the same condition in
which it was at the time of the auction and any amount paid for the any lot will be refunded.

* “a deliberate forgery” means an imitation made with the intention of deceiving as to authorship, origin, date, age, period, culture or source
which is not shown to be such in the description in the catalogue.

4.4. The Buyer shall have no rights under the Condition 4.3. if:

- The description in the catalogue at the date of sale was in accordance with the then generally accepted opinion of scholars and experts or fair-
ly indicated that there was a conflict of such opinion.

- The only method of establishing at the date of publication of the catalogue that the lot was a “deliberate forgery” was by means of scientific
processes not generally accepted for use until after publication of the catalogue or a process which was unreasonably expensive or impractical.
4.5. The Seller guarantees Condition 4.3. provided that the Buyer as a true owner has and is able to transfer a good and marketable title to the
lot free from any third party claims.

4.6. All the details of the sale will remain confidential.

5. Payment

5.1. Prices indicated in the catalogue are approximate and only the sale will determine the final value, excluding Seller’s premium. The starting
price of a lot is usually one half of the lower estimate published in the catalogue. Highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price”. The
Seller adds 10% premium to the hammer price that is less than 500 000 rub and 5% premium to the hammer price exceeding 500 000 rub.
5.2. When a lot is sold the Buyer shall pay the “total amount due” the day of the sale or not later than seven working days after the auction.
5.3. The Seller, at its discretion, can offer credit terms to the Buyer under which the Buyer will leave a deposit (usually 20 per cent of the “total
amount due”) and will pay the rest not later than seven working days.

5.4. If any lot is not paid for in full or if there is any other breach of either of the aboved Condition, the Seller, at his discretion, will be entitled to
keep the deposit, to re-sell the lot at a public auction or at a private sale.

5.5. The Buyer can pay by cash or by credit card (Visa, MasterCard, American Express, Maestro).

6. Collection of purchases.

6.1. The Buyer at his own expense will pick up the lot purchased not late than seven working days after the day of the auction and not before
payment to the Seller of the “total amount due”.
