Vladimir Makovsky's genre-pieces - axiom-
atic samples of art of "peredvizhniki". Its early,
smoothly written, good-humoured small com-
positions are devoted to cares and simple plea-
sures of “the small person”. The artist has devot-
ed many of his paintings to “new people”, life
and struggle of revolutionaries.

Having made in 1896 trip to Volga, he has
written a cycle of the national bottom'’s images
close to themes of young Maxim Gorkiy.

Successfully acted as the portraitist, the
book and journal illustrator and the teacher
(since 1882 he taught in Moscow School of
Painting, Sculpture and Architecture, and then in
Academy of Arts).

Russian avant-garde artist. Painter, book illustrator, and
scene painter.

In 1899-1902 she studied at Moscow College of
Painting, Sculpture, and Architecture—first at the department
of sculpture, taught by Paolo Trubetskoy, and then at the fine
art class, taught by Konstantin Korovin.

Together with her husband, Mikhail Larionov, she was
active in organizing Jack of Diamonds, Donkey's Tail, Target,
and other exhibitions. She aspired for democratization of art,
widely using archaic techniques and folklore motifs.

As early as before the revolution, she began working as
a theatrical painter in the famous theatrical enterprise of
S. Dyagilev.

In 1915, Goncharova moved to Paris with her husband
Larionov. The festival in Monte Carlo decorated in 1957,
dedicated to 15th anniversary of the death of famous
Mikhail Fokin, whose performances once helped her in her
becoming the scenic painter, is considered her last work.

In 1923-1924 he accompanied a travelling exhibition of Russian art in USA. Vinogradov did not return to Soviet Russia, instead,
invited by N.P. Bogdanov?Belsky, he moved to Latvia and settled in Riga. He founded his own art school studio. His one-man shows were
held in Riga in 1925, 1935, and 1936-1937.

Currently, the works of the artist are present in over 100 museums in Russia, Latvia, and other countries.

In the decade before the Revolution 1917 Pavel Sokolov-Skalia
was a pupil of the Russian post-impressionist painter llya Mashkov.

Studied at Moscow VkhuTeMas (the All-Union Art Workshops) (1920-1922).

In the Soviet period Sokolov-Skalia was generally recognized for his huge realistic historical compositions and
panoramas. Began exhibiting in 192 1. A member of the Bytie art group (founded member and the first chair-
man) (1921-1924), of AkhRR (Association of the Artists’ of the Revolutionary Russia) from 1924. Taught from
1922: in AKhRR (Association of the Artists’ of Revolutionary Russia).

Merited Artist of Russia, the winner of the Society for Central Studios, Moscow (1929-1931), at Grekov
Studio (1934-41), at MIPIDI (1948-51), at Potemkin Teacher-Training Institute (1952-53), at the Surikov
Institute. Managed the Central Moscow Studio the Windows of TASS (1941-1946), headed a studio of
artist-borderguards (1942-47), a chairman of Moscow Artist’s Union (1953-55). A full member of the
Academy of Art. His works are exhibited in the collections of the State Tretyakov Gallery, State Russian Museum,
St. Petersburg, in the Municipal Art Museum of the state Columbia, the United States.

«Makovets», the coryphaeus of water colour paint-
ing.

In 1931 moved to Moscow.

During his long artist’s life he made portraits of many representatives of political elite (including Stalin,
Khrushev, Brezhnev), and received among the artists the informal nickname “first brush of Politburo”.

For a group portrait of representatives of Armenian culture — “Varnatun” (1974-1976) was awarded with Gold
Medal of the Academy of Fine Arts of the USSR in 1978.

Nalbandyan'’s paintings are exhibited at the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow) and other leading museums.

His self-portrait is in “Uffizi” Gallery in Florence since 1982.

In 1920s he was one of the organizers and ideological inspirers of
art association OST (Association of Artists of easel painting). He taught at
All-Russia State Institute of Cinematography in Moscow.

(1947, 1950, and 1967). Works of Yu. Pimenov are kept in the State
Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State Russian Museum (St.Petersburg) and
other major Russian museums and abroad.

Russian artist, a keen follower of academic manner of painting. He sought to
combine “the style of old gurus” with the targets of socrealism.

From 1911 he studied at physico-mathematical department of the Moscow
University, taking lessons at the studio of Vasily Meshkov (in 1913-1914). In
1914-1917 studied at the Moscow School of Arts, Sculpture and Architecture,
where his teachers were Abram Arkhipov and Konstantin Korovin. Was one of the
active members of the Academy of Arts.

Images of Italian, Dutch and Flemish paintings, together with impressions from
creative assignments materialized into very peculiar canvas, full of pathos and techni-
cal proficiency.

The last serious work of Yakovlev was management (together with Pavel
Sokolov-Skalya) of restoration of the Sevastopol panorama by France Rubo (since
1952). Works are kept in the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State Russian
Museum (St. Petersburg) and other large museums of the former USSR.

A famous Soviet artist, one of the most recognizable member of the Society of Easel Painters (ISO). His style is
an original post-futuristic expressionism, with a keen reaction to all that new which was brought to the world by
modern technology. Peculiar manner, which adds to oil paints the transparent lightness of watercolor, brings a true
feeling of flight to his images («In the aeroplane cabin», 1928, the State Tretyakov Gallery; «Airship and orphan
asylum», 1930, the Russian Museum).

In 1912-1917 studied at the Stroganov chool of Arts and Industry. Attended the studio of Ilya Mashkov
(1916) and free arts workshops (1917), where his teacher was Petr Konchalovsky.

Since 1919 did military service in Red Army at the Eastern front; after demobilization continued his studies in
VKhuTeMas (the All-Union Art Workshops)(1921-1924). Was one of the founders of the Society of Easel Painters
(ISO; 1925). Early experiments of subjectless art, constructivism acquired in the years of studying, as well as
teaching (1924-1929) in VKhuTeMas add a certain avangard tint to Labas works which are exhibited in the State
Tretyakov Gallery, State Russian Museum, State Museum of Fine Arts, Polytechnical museum (Moscow).

A participant of the art unions "Bytie” (1922), "Zhar-Tsvet" (1925), the AkhRR (the Revolutionary Russia Artists' Union) (1924).

As time passed, stylistic sharpness smoothed, and the paintings often expressed not the author’s impression, but
monumental-epic formulae of civil pathos «The Glory to the heroes fallen for their Country”, Stalin Prize 1945). Distinguished artist of
RSFSR (1946).

A Corresponding member of the Academy of Fine Arts of the USSR (1947), acting member of Akademy of Arts of the USSR.
Chairman of the board of directors in Moscow Regional Union of Artists (1955 - 1958). Head of the Painting and Drawing faculty in
VGIK (the All-Union Cinematography Institute) (1938 - 1959).

In 1922 he joined the Association of Artists of the Revolutionary Russia. During 1920s, he worked in Yasnaya
Polyana, Klin, as well as Lenin's Gorki, Pushkin's Mikhailovskoye, and Stalin's Gori.

A distinguished modern Russian artist and graphic artist. Original master of Moscow underground art —
singer of “old Moscow".

He graduated from Abramtsevo Art School. In the end of 1950-th — beginning of 1960-th he adjoined
Lianozovsky group.

Most typical are his paintings of 1960-70th on themes of freakish-motley life of the "underground"
bohemia, written in the spirit of carnival.

He was a participant of vanguard exhibitions on VDNKh (the Russian acronym of All-union exhibition of
achievements of national economy) and in the hall of graphic artists’ city committee at Malaya Gruzinskaya
street.

In 1991 Kalinin left for the USA, in 1996 returned to Russia. In October-November of 2008 the big ret-
rospective exhibition of the artist was held in the State Tretyakov Gallery.

The Artist’s works are presented in the State Tretyakov Gallery, the State Russian Museum, in foreign
museum and private collections.

GEDENIDZE NOE NESTEROVICH (7914, Matkhodzi vill., Georgia — 2005, Moscow)

Noe Gedenidze is one of the most original artists of the soviet epoque.

Before the war Gedenidze studied at the Thbilisi Academy of Fine Arts. During the War he fought and was seriously wounded.
Already in mature years, in 1962 he graduates from Moscow Surikov art Institute. Along with Laktionov A. he painted portraits of
party and government leaders. But his real art life passed in a two-storeyed studio in a silent Olhovsky lane, where he painted for his
own pleasure as he wanted and felt, not expecting to participate in any exhibitions. At that time he created colorful symphonies exe-
cuted of complex symbolic, individual mythology.

During Gedenidze's lifetime the only one small exhibition of his works took place in 1987 in Khimki, the Moscow suburb. Now
we are just starting to discover him as a big artist.

AUCTION RULES

1. Conditions of business

The seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) holds the auction in order to sell the property that is included in the auction collection and published in the
auction catalogue on the following terms and conditions.

2. The Seller and the Buyer

2.1. The Seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) conducts the business and entitles the auctioneer and his assistant to hold the sale, on such other terms
through its legal representatives.

2.2. Actual or prospective buyers complete the registration form and receive their bid numbers.

The following prospective buyers are:

- consenting adults.

- All legal agents of legal entities with warranty to act on their behalf and written acknowledgment of payment guarantee.

2.3. Absentee bidding. A prospective buyer leaves an instruction to Seller to act on his behalf. An absentee bid form should be completed not
later than one working day before the sale. The lot numbers and the highest prices should be determined. The absentee bid forms are enclosed
in the catalogue and are available at the gallery. In the event of identical bids, the earliest will take precedence.

3. The Sale.

3.1. Previewing.

All the lots in the sale are exhibited at the premises of Leonid Shishkin Gallery a week before the auction and Buyers should satisfy themselves
prior to the Sale as to the condition of each lot and should exercise and rely on their own judgment of the lot according with its description. 3.2.
lllustrations in the catalogue are for identification only.

3.3. The Sale starts at the time indicated in the catalogue and on the Gallery web-site. The catalogue can be ordered via e-mail: Ishishkin@yan-
dex.ru and by phone number: 694-35-10.

3.4. The auctioneer is the only legal representative of the Seller and any dispute shall be settled at the auctioneer’s absolute discretion.

3.5. The Sales begins when the auctioneer announces each lot, its starting price and gives provenance.

3.6. If alot has an absentee bid, the sale begins with the reserved price. Telephone bidding follows general auctions rules.

3.7. A bid means an absolute agreement to the price and each succeeding bid should exceed the previous by a certain proportion.

3.8. The auctioneer shall in his discretion direct the proportion; usually 10 per cent (10 000 rub, 11 000 rub, 12 000 rub, etc.)

3.9. The highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price” and it indicates the sale is completed and no other conditions of the sale are
accepted by the Seller.

3.10. The Seller has the discretion without giving any reason to withdraw any lot from the auction.

4. The Seller guarantees.

4.1. The Seller guarantees accurate information on the goods described in the catalogue.

4.2. All goods in the sale are examined by the Seller or if the need arises by the State museums, restoration centers or any other expert or authority.
4.3. The Seller guarantees that any lot which proves to be * “a deliberate forgery” may be returned by Buyer to Seller in the same condition in
which it was at the time of the auction and any amount paid for the any lot will be refunded.

* “a deliberate forgery” means an imitation made with the intention of deceiving as to authorship, origin, date, age, period, culture or source
which is not shown to be such in the description in the catalogue.

4.4. The Buyer shall have no rights under the Condition 4.3. if:

- The description in the catalogue at the date of sale was in accordance with the then generally accepted opinion of scholars and experts or fair-
ly indicated that there was a conflict of such opinion.

- The only method of establishing at the date of publication of the catalogue that the lot was a “deliberate forgery” was by means of scientific
processes not generally accepted for use until after publication of the catalogue or a process which was unreasonably expensive or impractical.
4.5. The Seller guarantees Condition 4.3. provided that the Buyer as a true owner has and is able to transfer a good and marketable title to the
lot free from any third party claims.

4.6. All the details of the sale will remain confidential.

5. Payment

5.1. Prices indicated in the catalogue are approximate and only the sale will determine the final value, excluding Seller's premium. The starting
price of a lot is usually one half of the lower estimate published in the catalogue. Highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price”. The
Seller adds 10% premium to the hammer price that is less than 500 000 rub and 5% premium to the hammer price exceeding 500 000 rub.
5.2. When a lot is sold the Buyer shall pay the “total amount due” the day of the sale or not later than seven working days after the auction.
5.3. The Seller, at its discretion, can offer credit terms to the Buyer under which the Buyer will leave a deposit (usually 20 per cent of the “total
amount due”) and will pay the rest not later than seven working days.

5.4. If any lot is not paid for in full or if there is any other breach of either of the aboved Condition, the Seller, at his discretion, will be entitled to
keep the deposit, to re-sell the lot at a public auction or at a private sale.

5.5. The Buyer can pay by cash or by credit card (Visa, MasterCard, American Express, Maestro).

6. Collection of purchases.

6.1. The Buyer at his own expense will pick up the lot purchased not late than seven working days after the day of the auction and not before
payment to the Seller of the “total amount due”.

6.2. For an additional fee the Seller can provide export licenses from the Russia Ministry of Culture and international shipping.
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
