A well-known Russian painter. Studied first
in Smolensk where his teachers were V.
Shtranikh, N.Yablonskiy and B.Ribchinkov and
then at Moscow VkhuTeln (the All-Union Art
Workshops) in 1923-1930.

Began exhibiting in 1933. Started as a por-
traitist “Korean Girl”, 1936, “Nenets girl with a
book”, 1938 (now in the collection of the State
Tretyakov Gallery). During the Second World War
created a series of military and battle paintings.
In the 1950s he painted Moscow views by the
order of the Museum of History and
Reconstruction of Moscow. His landscapes are
known both for their colour and composition. A
member of the Union of the Soviet Artists. A
participant of more than 50 major art exhibi-
tions.

Dorokhov's works are exhibited at the State
Tretyakov Gallery in Moscow and at the State Art
Museums in Kharkov, Donetsk, Cheliabinsk,
Kostroma, Smolensk, Novorossiysk and the
Sebastopol Defense Art Museum. After his
dearth his widow and son donated his more
than 300 works to the museum in Smolensk.

- (Moscow) she graduated from VKhuTeMas (the All-Union Art Workshops). A member of art association “Zhar-Tsvet”
(1928-1933). In the year of graduation from VKhuTeMas she has visited Bukhara and Samarkand with an expedition of monu-
ments of architecture restoration. The exotic, multi-colour image of the East became consonant to the creative temperament of the
young artist. As a result of a trip was graphic series - "The Types of old Bukhara", “Dungan Women of Seven Rivers”, etc. In the cre-
ativity of the VkhuTeMas graduate the tendency of the modern art, first of all constructive ones, are processed from the point of
view of a plastic image of the East.Julia Razumovskaya's destiny has developed as the majority of her colleagues-contemporaries.
She became the fair realist, apparently, forgotten her "sins" of the VKhuTeMas (the All-Union Art Workshops) youth. However in the
end of her life she returned to the impressions of her youth and created on them several great decorative works of the Central Asian
cycle of a boundary 1960-1970-s. Nowadays her works are housed in the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow) and in the
Guggenheim Museum (New York City).

Entered the ‘Artists-Painters Trade-Union’ (1918), ‘The Moscow
School Painters Association’ (1923). The paintings of V.N. Perelman are kept in the State
Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State Russian Museum (St.Petersburg) and many region-
al Museums of former USSR.

Early experiments of subjectless art, constructivism acquired in the years of studying, as well as
teaching (1924-1929) in VKhuTeMas add a certain avangard tint to Labas works which are exhibited in the State
Tretyakov Gallery, State Russian Museum, State Museum of Fine Arts, Polytechnical museum (Moscow).

A special place in the artist’s paintings was devoted to the Russian Navy (“Before the
regatta”, “On the guard of the Motherland “, “Murmansk port spot”). One Man show
was held in Smolensk in 1959. The paintings by Shtranikh are exhibited in the Smolensk
Art Museum.

Merited Artist of Russia, the winner of the Society for Central
Studios, Moscow (1929-1931), at Grekov Studio (1934-41), at
MIPIDI (1948-51), at Potemkin Teacher-Training Institute
(1952-53), at the Surikov Institute. Managed the Central Moscow
Studio the Windows of TASS (1941-1946), headed a studio of
artist-borderguards (1942-1947), a chairman of Moscow Artist's
Union (1953-1955). A full member of the Academy of Art. His
works are exhibited in the collections of the State Tretyakov
Gallery, State Russian Museum, St. Petersburg, in the Municipal Art
Museum of the state Columbia, the United States.

Noe Gedenidze is one of the most original artists of the soviet epoque.

Before the war Gedenidze studied at the Thilisi Academy of Fine Arts. During the War he fought and was seriously wound-
ed. Already in mature years, in 1962 he graduates from Moscow Surikov art Institute. Along with Laktionov A. he painted por-
traits of party and government leaders. But his real art life passed in a two-storeyed studio in a silent Olhovsky lane, where he
painted for his own pleasure as he wanted and felt, not expecting to participate in any exhibitions. At that time he created col-
orful symphonies executed of complex symbolic, individual mythology.

During Gedenidze's lifetime the only one small exhibition of his works took place in 1987 in Khimki, the Moscow suburb.
Now we are just starting to discover him as a big artist.

AUCTION RULES

1. Conditions of business

The seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) holds the auction in order to sell the property that is included in the auction collection and published in the
auction catalogue on the following terms and conditions.

2. The Seller and the Buyer

2.1. The Seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) conducts the business and entitles the auctioneer and his assistant to hold the sale, on such other terms
through its legal representatives.

2.2. Actual or prospective buyers complete the registration form and receive their bid numbers.

The following prospective buyers are:

- consenting adults.

- All legal agents of legal entities with warranty to act on their behalf and written acknowledgment of payment guarantee.

2.3. Absentee bidding. A prospective buyer leaves an instruction to Seller to act on his behalf. An absentee bid form should be completed not
later than one working day before the sale. The lot numbers and the highest prices should be determined. The absentee bid forms are enclosed
in the catalogue and are available at the gallery. In the event of identical bids, the earliest will take precedence.

3. The Sale.

3.1. Previewing.

All the lots in the sale are exhibited at the premises of Leonid Shishkin Gallery a week before the auction and Buyers should satisfy themselves
prior to the Sale as to the condition of each lot and should exercise and rely on their own judgment of the lot according with its description. 3.2.
lllustrations in the catalogue are for identification only.

3.3. The Sale starts at the time indicated in the catalogue and on the Gallery web-site. The catalogue can be ordered via e-mail: Ishishkin@yan-
dex.ru and by phone number: 694-35-10.

3.4. The auctioneer is the only legal representative of the Seller and any dispute shall be settled at the auctioneer’s absolute discretion.

3.5. The Sales begins when the auctioneer announces each lot, its starting price and gives provenance.

3.6. If alot has an absentee bid, the sale begins with the reserved price. Telephone bidding follows general auctions rules.

3.7. A bid means an absolute agreement to the price and each succeeding bid should exceed the previous by a certain proportion.

3.8. The auctioneer shall in his discretion direct the proportion; usually 10 per cent (10 000 rub, 11 000 rub, 12 000 rub, etc.)

3.9. The highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price” and it indicates the sale is completed and no other conditions of the sale are
accepted by the Seller.

3.10. The Seller has the discretion without giving any reason to withdraw any lot from the auction.

4. The Seller guarantees.

4.1. The Seller guarantees accurate information on the goods described in the catalogue.

4.2. All goods in the sale are examined by the Seller or if the need arises by the State museums, restoration centers or any other expert or authority.
4.3. The Seller guarantees that any lot which proves to be * “a deliberate forgery” may be returned by Buyer to Seller in the same condition in
which it was at the time of the auction and any amount paid for the any lot will be refunded.

* “a deliberate forgery” means an imitation made with the intention of deceiving as to authorship, origin, date, age, period, culture or source
which is not shown to be such in the description in the catalogue.

4.4. The Buyer shall have no rights under the Condition 4.3. if:

- The description in the catalogue at the date of sale was in accordance with the then generally accepted opinion of scholars and experts or fair-
ly indicated that there was a conflict of such opinion.

- The only method of establishing at the date of publication of the catalogue that the lot was a “deliberate forgery” was by means of scientific
processes not generally accepted for use until after publication of the catalogue or a process which was unreasonably expensive or impractical.
4.5. The Seller guarantees Condition 4.3. provided that the Buyer as a true owner has and is able to transfer a good and marketable title to the
lot free from any third party claims.

4.6. All the details of the sale will remain confidential.

5. Payment

5.1. Prices indicated in the catalogue are approximate and only the sale will determine the final value, excluding Seller’s premium. The starting
price of a lot is usually one half of the lower estimate published in the catalogue. Highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price”. The
Seller adds 10% premium to the hammer price that is less than 500 000 rub and 5% premium to the hammer price exceeding 500 000 rub.
5.2. When a lot is sold the Buyer shall pay the “total amount due” the day of the sale or not later than seven working days after the auction.
5.3. The Seller, at its discretion, can offer credit terms to the Buyer under which the Buyer will leave a deposit (usually 20 per cent of the “total
amount due”) and will pay the rest not later than seven working days.

5.4. If any lot is not paid for in full or if there is any other breach of either of the aboved Condition, the Seller, at his discretion, will be entitled to
keep the deposit, to re-sell the lot at a public auction or at a private sale.

5.5. The Buyer can pay by cash or by credit card (Visa, MasterCard, American Express, Maestro).

6. Collection of purchases.

6.1. The Buyer at his own expense will pick up the lot purchased not late than seven working days after the day of the auction and not before
payment to the Seller of the “total amount due”.

6.2. For an additional fee the Seller can provide export licenses from the Russia Ministry of Culture and international shipping.
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
