Prominent graphic artist. Active in Leningrad.

In 1945-1952 was studying at the State Repin’s Institute of Painting, Sculpture and Architecture (of the USSR Academy of
Fine Arts) under the tutorship of K.Rudakov. His diploma work was the series of illustrations for the book by M.Gorki “Life of
Mathew Kozhemiakin”.

Began exhibiting in 1952. He participated in major art exhibitions in the country (including All-Union art shows) and
abroad - in the exhibitions of soviet graphic artists in Poland, Chekho-Slovakia, Bulgaria in the 1950s. Personal shows of
David Borovski’s works took place in Leningrad in 1964 and 2001.

Borovski illustrated books for Goslitizdat, Detgiz and “Iskusstvo” publishing houses. The most known works in book
illustration are: “Compositions” by I.Turgenev (1954-55), “Mountain Nest” by Mamin-Sibiriak (1955), “Who lives well in
Russia?” by N.Nekrasov (1960), etc. Borovski created the series of color lithographs “Leningrad choreography school”(1955),
“V.I. Lenin”(1957) and the series of color monotypes “Soviet Turkemenia” (1961-1963).

Noe Gedenidze was one of the most original artists of
the Soviet epoque.

Before the war Gedenidze studied at the Thilisi
Academy of Fine Arts. During the War he fought and was
seriously wounded. In his mature years, in 1962 he
graduated from Surikov Moscow State Art Institute.
Along with A. Laktionov, he painted portraits of party
and government leaders. But his real art life passed in a
two-story studio in a silent Olkhovsky Lane, where he
painted for his own pleasure, his own way, not expecting
to participate in any exhibitions. At that time he created
colorful symphonies full of complex symbolism and
individual mythology.

During Gedenidze’s lifetime the only small exhibition
of his works took place in 1987 in Khimki, a Moscow
suburb.

VICTOR NIKOLAEVICH PERELMAN (1892, Lipetsk — 1967, Moscow)

One of the founders of “socialist realism”, one of the representatives of Association of Artists of Revolutionary
Russia. Mostly, he painted portraits and genre works. The significant place in Perelman’s creativity was borrowed with
industrial theme. He studied at Moscow College of Painting, Sculpture and Architecture under the tutelage of Abram
Arhipov, N. Kasatkin, K.Korovin, S.Malyutin (1915-1919).

In 1918-1922 he took part in the project of agitation propaganda, was the representative of Arts Department of
the People’s Commissariat on Education and the Rector of the Saratov Arts and Applied Arts Institute. Was one of the
founders of the Association of Artists of Revolutionary Russia, one of the first acting members of the Association,
having been its Chairman. Entered the ‘Artists-Painters Trade-Union’ (1918), ‘The Moscow School Painters Association’
(1923). The paintings of V.N. Perelman are kept in the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State Russian Museum (St.

Petersburg) and many regional Museums of former USSR. -

Serafima Ryangina came out of the generation of artists who have come to the Soviet art with a
luggage of classical art education. She began her creative path at the well-known Yan Tsionglinsky's
private studio in St. Petersburg, and studied at the Imperial Academy of Arts under the tutelage of
Dmitry Kardovsky since 1912.

A member of the Association of Artists of Revolutionary Russia from the first days of its
foundation. In 1934 she created a painting, Higher and Higher!—a paragon of socialist realism in
which the youth of the USSR was personified by figures of assemblers—a beautiful young man and
girl.

The main motif in the artist's works was represented by casual pictures based on her contemporary
life.

The works of Ryangina are exhibited at the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State Russian
Museum (St. Petersburg), and other major museums in Russia and former USSR.

Stalin, Khrushev, Brezhnev), and received among the artists the informal nickname “first brush of Politburo”.

For a group portrait of representatives of Armenian culture — “Varnatun” (1974-1976) was awarded with Gold Medal of the
Academy of Fine Arts of the USSR in 1978. Nalbandyan’s paintings are exhibited at the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State
Russian Museum (St. Peterburg) and other leading museums. His self-portrait is in “Uffizi” Gallery in Florence since 1982.

Participated in wall-painting of Troitse-Sergieva lavra, main stairs in Arkhangelskoe, private house of governor Motovskiy,
White hallin Mossovet, and hall in the Architecture Museum.

In 1930s his most popular works (“Our successors” and others) was printed out into the number of post cards by AKhRR. In
1932 he got the “Kommunist-way worker” rank.

His works are preserved in Voronezh regional museum, in the art-historical museum of Zagorsk, and in the Architecture
Museum named after Schusiev in Moscow.

AUCTION RULES

1. Conditions of business

The seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) holds the auction in order to sell the property that is included in the auction collection and published in the
auction catalogue on the following terms and conditions.

2. The Seller and the Buyer

2.1. The Seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) conducts the business and entitles the auctioneer and his assistant to hold the sale, on such other terms
through its legal representatives.

2.2. Actual or prospective buyers complete the registration form and receive their bid numbers.

The following prospective buyers are:

- consenting adults.

- All legal agents of legal entities with warranty to act on their behalf and written acknowledgment of payment guarantee.

2.3. Absentee bidding. A prospective buyer leaves an instruction to Seller to act on his behalf. An absentee bid form should be completed not later
than one working day before the sale. The lot numbers and the highest prices should be determined. The absentee bid forms are enclosed in the
catalogue and are available at the gallery. In the event of identical bids, the earliest will take precedence.

3. The Sale.

3.1. Previewing.

All the lots in the sale are exhibited at the premises of Leonid Shishkin Gallery a week before the auction and Buyers should satisfy themselves
prior to the Sale as to the condition of each lot and should exercise and rely on their own judgment of the lot according with its description. 3.2.
Illustrations in the catalogue are for identification only.

3.3. The Sale starts at the time indicated in the catalogue and on the Gallery web-site. The catalogue can be ordered via e-mail: lshishkin@yandex.
ru and by phone number: 694-35-10.

3.4. The auctioneer is the only legal representative of the Seller and any dispute shall be settled at the auctioneer’s absolute discretion.

3.5. The Sales begins when the auctioneer announces each lot, its starting price and gives provenance.

3.6. If a lot has an absentee bid, the sale begins with the reserved price. Telephone bidding follows general auctions rules.

3.7. A bid means an absolute agreement to the price and each succeeding bid should exceed the previous by a certain proportion.

3.8. The auctioneer shall in his discretion direct the proportion; usually 10 per cent (10 000 rub, 11 000 rub, 12 000 rub, etc.)

3.9. The highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price” and it indicates the sale is completed and no other conditions of the sale are
accepted by the Seller.

3.10. The Seller has the discretion without giving any reason to withdraw any lot from the auction.

4. The Seller guarantees.

4.1. The Seller guarantees accurate information on the goods described in the catalogue.

4.2. All goods in the sale are examined by the Seller or if the need arises by the State museums, restoration centers or any other expert or authority.
4.3. The Seller guarantees that any lot which proves to be * “a deliberate forgery” may be returned by Buyer to Seller in the same condition in which
it was at the time of the auction and any amount paid for the any lot will be refunded.

* “a deliberate forgery” means an imitation made with the intention of deceiving as to authorship, origin, date, age, period, culture or source which
is not shown to be such in the description in the catalogue.

4.4. The Buyer shall have no rights under the Condition 4.3. if:

- The description in the catalogue at the date of sale was in accordance with the then generally accepted opinion of scholars and experts or fairly
indicated that there was a conflict of such opinion.

- The only method of establishing at the date of publication of the catalogue that the lot was a “deliberate forgery” was by means of scientific
processes not generally accepted for use until after publication of the catalogue or a process which was unreasonably expensive or impractical.
4.5. The Seller guarantees Condition 4.3. provided that the Buyer as a true owner has and is able to transfer a good and marketable title to the lot
free from any third party claims.

4.6. All the details of the sale will remain confidential.

5. Payment

5.1. Prices indicated in the catalogue are approximate and only the sale will determine the final value, excluding Seller’s premium. The starting price
of a lot is usually one half of the lower estimate published in the catalogue. Highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price”. The Seller adds
10% premium to the hammer price that is less than 500 000 rub and 5% premium to the hammer price exceeding 500 000 rub.

5.2. When a lot is sold the Buyer shall pay the “total amount due” the day of the sale or not later than seven working days after the auction.

5.3. The Seller, at its discretion, can offer credit terms to the Buyer under which the Buyer will leave a deposit (usually 20 per cent of the “total
amount due”) and will pay the rest not later than seven working days.

5.4. If any lot is not paid for in full or if there is any other breach of either of the aboved Condition, the Seller, at his discretion, will be entitled to
keep the deposit, to re-sell the lot at a public auction or at a private sale.

5.5. The Buyer can pay by cash or by credit card (Visa, MasterCard, American Express, Maestro).

6. Collection of purchases.

6.1. The Buyer at his own expense will pick up the lot purchased not late than seven working days after the day of the auction and not before
payment to the Seller of the “total amount due”.

6.2. For an additional fee the Seller can provide export licenses from the Russia Ministry of Culture and international shipping.
