Vedernikov
communicated with the painters of the Children
Department at Gosizdat Publishing House, headed
by V. Lebedev.

LEV ALEXANDROVICH BRUNI (1894, Malaya Vishera, Novgorod Prov. — 1948, Moscow)

A famous Russian avant-garde artist. There is a rule to begin any account of this artist with his own words,
«| have watercolor for blood in my veins».

In 1910-1911 Bruni studied at the Higher Art College of the Academy of Arts.

In 1912 he took classes at Julien Academy in Paris (the workshop of J.P. Lorence).

Influenced by V. Tatlin, Bruni became involved in avant-garde space painting.

In Russia, Lev Bruni was not only known as a virtuoso of watercolor painting, but also as a tireless inventor
and the owner of the legendary Apartment No. 5 — an art & literature group attended by artists Tatlin and
Shagal, poets Mandelstam, Balmont, and Mayakovsky, composer Lourie, and others.

Besides, he participated in such antagonistic shows as Magazin by Tatlin and Makovets. However, avant-
garde as he was, the graphic artist and architect Bruni inherited the classical traditions — his family had several
generations of Sokolov's — the watercolorists, and Bruni's — the architects. Alexander Benoit, an art historian,
called Bruni an «academic futurist» for combining such contradictory traits.

One of the leaders of the Leningrad school of the 1920s
1930s, a brilliant watercolorist, and a prominent book illustrator.
A follower of the traditions of the World of Art group.

In 1905 Tyrsa entered the department of architecture at the
Higher Art College of Fine Arts, Sculpture, and Architecture
at the St. Petersburg Academy of Arts. In 1907-1910 he attend-
ed the school of painting and drawing of Yelizaveta Zvantseva;
studied under the tutelage of L.S. Bakst and
M.V. Dobuzhinsky. From 1915, he participated in the shows of
the World of Art group in Petrograd and Moscow. In 1917, Tyrsa
became one of the founders of the Freedom to Art society. He
is an author of lyrical landscapes, chamber portraits in graphic
and painting, as well as many book illustrations in the style of
quick virtuoso sketch. In 1939-1942 Tyrsa was one of the found-
ers of the Military Pencil association. His works are kept in the
State Tretyakov Gallery in Moscow and the State Russian
Museum in St. Petersburg.

Pavlovsky
worked in the genres of painting, murals, mosaic, and sgraffito. He
is the author of such monumental decorative art works as the towers of
Karamyshevsky Sluice at the Moscow Volga Canal, chandeliers in the
second floor lobby of the Red Army Theater, mosaic in Dobryninskaya
metro station, decoration of Botanichesky Sad (Botanical Garden)
metro station. The artist's palette is very moderate in his paintings; all
his works are permeated with light and aerial transparency. His favorite
colors are white, light blue, and pink. The master's unique style is easily
recognizable.

NIKOLAI NIKOLAYEVICH KUPREYANOV (7894, Wloclawek, Poland — 1933, Moscow)

Russian artist, master of graphic art. Was a member of the Society of Easel Painters (OST) and the Four Arts Society.

Studied at the workshops of D.N. Kardovsky and K.S. Petrov Vodkin.

Cooperated with magazines Bezbozhnik (Atheist), Crocodile, Pioneer, and others; illustrated books. Became famous as an easel painter,
creating a number of masterpieces of the Russian graphic art of the 20th century. Used different techniques. Among his early works are
xylographs of generalized form, first stylistically close to lubok (Russian popular print) or engraving of French fauvism and cubism. As time went
on, he shifted his focus to pen and ink drawings and watercolors — in the vein of the OST lyrical expressionism. Kupreyanov was able to reconcile
the official orders, the particular impressions from his creative trips (to Caucasus, Middle Asia, etc.), and the sophisticated artistry with
the inspiration of still art. A special place in his work was taken by the Diary of an Artist. Published posthumously in 1937, it has a facsimile of
the original manuscript (with small virtuoso sketches) that contains both reports from the «sites of socialist construction» and informal poetical
self-expression. His works are kept in the State Tretyakov Gallery in Moscow and many other art museums.

Natalya Goncharova is one of the most
expensive female artists in the world
(5,52 millions pounds).

In 1914, by an order of S.P. Dyagilev,
she made sketches for decorations and
costumes of Liturgy, a ballet with spiritual
music in  Paris (for ballet master
L.F. Myasin).

The ballet was rehearsed in spring
1915 in Lausanne, Switzerland. The play
consisted of choreographic  series
representing the Annunciation, the
Ascension, the Resurrection, etc,
presuming the use of Russian spiritual
music interludes.

N. Goncharova repeatedly addressed
biblical subjects in her works. The artist
considered the Liturgy costumes as one
cycle where each part is organically linked
to all the others. «The costumes may either
deface or bring out one another.

Using conventions of icon painting and
Russian folk lubok (Russian popular print),
Goncharova created a setting in which the
graphic accuracy and ornamental
sophistication of drawings were mixed with
bright, «barbarian» primitive colors.

The pochoir (stencil) technique
harnessed the possibility of mass copying
while retaining the originality of hand
drawing. This was a perfect way of
preserving the setting of the plays created
by Goncharova and Larionov for the
Russian Ballet of Dyagilev theatrical
enterprise, as well as publishing the
sketches of unrealized plays.

In 1927, the Liturgy album was
published by the Polotsky publishing house,
based on the unrealized Liturgy ballet. New
compositions,  dedicated  for the
publication, were included in the album
along with the realized theatrical sketches.
Among them is the Shepherd. Here, it
seems that Goncharova reproduces a
fragment of stage action, as described in
libretto, not just a costume.

In 1899 he graduated from Stroganov School in Moscow.

From 1906 until 1912 Trofimov continued his studies abroad. Participated in art shows in Germany, Austria, Italy, and France.

After the revolution he was one of the leading painters in Siberia, and was chief of Omsk branch of the New Siberia Union.

Since 1932 he worked in Moscow, then in Zagorsk (now Sergiyev Posad).

Took part in painting the interior of the White Hall of the Mossovet and in Schusev Architecture Museum; he painted
the chandelier of the main staircase in the House of Soviet Army in Arkhangelskoye and painted the interior of the house of
Governor General Motovsky.

His works are preserved in Voronezh Regional Museum, the Art and History Reserve Museum of Sergiyev Posad, and
in Schusev Architecture Museum in Moscow.

ALEXANDER YEVGENIEVICH YAKOVLEV (1887, St. Petersburg — 1938, Paris)

Russian painter, master of painting and graphic art, a representative of the neoclassic movement within Art Nouveau.

In 1905-1913 studied at the Art Academy under the tutorship of D.N. Kardovsky. During those years he got acquainted
with V.I. Shukhayev who became his creative alter ego. Worked for Satirikon and New Satirikon magazines (1909 1918). Was
amember of the Art World group since 1912. In 1914 1915 he travelled through Italy together with Shukhayev. While collecting
the ethnic materials for panels of the Kazan railway station, he visited the Far East in 1917, then China, Mongolia, and Japan.

Since 1919, Yakovlev lived in Paris. Exposed his works at personal exhibitions in Paris (The Gallery Barbazanges, 1920 and
1921), as well as in London and Chicago. Took part in the exhibitions of the Art World group in the La Boetie gallery and in the
Autumn Salon.

In 19241925 he took part in an expedition to the Sahara Desert and Equatorial Africa, where he created series of paintings
and drawings. Published French albums: «Far East in the paintings and drawings of Alexander Yakovlev» (1922), «Chinese
theater in paintings, sanguine and sketches of Alexander Yakovlev» (1922) and «A. Yakovlev: African drawings and paintings»
(1927). In 1934 he received an invitation to become a professor of the Art Academy in Boston.

Today his works are kept in the collections of in the State Tretyakov Gallery in Moscow and the State Russian Museum in
St. Petersburg. Several works were acquired by Luxembourg Museum in Paris.

Before the war Gedenidze studied at the Thilisi Academy of Fine Arts. During the War he fought
and was seriously wounded. In his mature years, in 1962 he graduated from Surikov Moscow State Art
Institute. Along with A. Laktionov, he painted portraits of party and government leaders. But his real
art life passed in a two-story studio in a silent Olkhovsky Lane, where he painted for his own pleasure,
his own way, not expecting to participate in any exhibitions. At that time he created colorful
symphonies full of complex symbolism and individual mythology.

During Gedenidze's lifetime the only small exhibition of his works took place in 1987 in Khimki, a
Moscow suburb.

The following prospective buyers are:

- consenting adults.

- All legal agents of legal entities with warranty to act on their behalf and written acknowledgment of payment guarantee.

2.3. Absentee bidding. A prospective buyer leaves an instruction to Seller to act on his behalf. An absentee bid form should be completed not later
than one working day before the sale. The lot numbers and the highest prices should be determined. The absentee bid forms are enclosed in the
catalogue and are available at the gallery. In the event of identical bids, the earliest will take precedence.

3. The Sale.

3.1. Previewing.

All the lots in the sale are exhibited at the premises of Leonid Shishkin Gallery a week before the auction and Buyers should satisfy themselves
prior to the Sale as to the condition of each lot and should exercise and rely on their own judgment of the lot according with its description. 3.2.
Illustrations in the catalogue are for identification only.

3.3. The Sale starts at the time indicated in the catalogue and on the Gallery web-site. The catalogue can be ordered via e-mail: lshishkin@yandex.
ru and by phone number: 694-35-10.

3.4. The auctioneer is the only legal representative of the Seller and any dispute shall be settled at the auctioneer’s absolute discretion.

3.5. The Sales begins when the auctioneer announces each lot, its starting price and gives provenance.

3.6. If a lot has an absentee bid, the sale begins with the reserved price. Telephone bidding follows general auctions rules.

3.7. A bid means an absolute agreement to the price and each succeeding bid should exceed the previous by a certain proportion.

3.8. The auctioneer shall in his discretion direct the proportion; usually 10 per cent (10 000 rub, 11 000 rub, 12 000 rub, etc.)

- The description in the catalogue at the date of sale was in accordance with the then generally accepted opinion of scholars and experts or fairly
indicated that there was a conflict of such opinion.

- The only method of establishing at the date of publication of the catalogue that the lot was a “deliberate forgery” was by means of scientific
processes not generally accepted for use until after publication of the catalogue or a process which was unreasonably expensive or impractical.
4.5. The Seller guarantees Condition 4.3. provided that the Buyer as a true owner has and is able to transfer a good and marketable title to the lot
free from any third party claims.

4.6. All the details of the sale will remain confidential.

5. Payment

5.1. Prices indicated in the catalogue are approximate and only the sale will determine the final value, excluding Seller’s premium. The starting price
of a lot is usually one half of the lower estimate published in the catalogue. Highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price”. The Seller adds
10% premium to the hammer price that is less than 500 000 rub and 5% premium to the hammer price exceeding 500 000 rub.

5.2. When a lot is sold the Buyer shall pay the “total amount due” the day of the sale or not later than seven working days after the auction.

5.3. The Seller, at its discretion, can offer credit terms to the Buyer under which the Buyer will leave a deposit (usually 20 per cent of the “total
amount due”) and will pay the rest not later than seven working days.

5.4. If any lot is not paid for in full or if there is any other breach of either of the aboved Condition, the Seller, at his discretion, will be entitled to
keep the deposit, to re-sell the lot at a public auction or at a private sale.

5.5. The Buyer can pay by cash or by credit card (Visa, MasterCard, American Express, Maestro).

6. Collection of purchases.

6.1. The Buyer at his own expense will pick up the lot purchased not late than seven working days after the day of the auction and not before
payment to the Seller of the “total amount due”.

6.2. For an additional fee the Seller can provide export licenses from the Russia Ministry of Culture and international shipping.
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
