The art work of young
Kuryazov took a new turn when he met Igor Savitsky — an
artist, researcher, and educator, the founder of the now
world—famous Karakalpak Art Museum. Savitsky had the
beginner artist participate in archaeological expeditions of
Khoresm, and Kuryazov became seriously involved with
studying the history of his people. Apart from painting old
architectural monuments, Tura Kuryazov is famous in
Uzbekistan for the image he created of the national hero of
the 13th century — Zhaloliddin Manguberdi.

School. He polished his skills at the Academy of Eugene Carriere in Paris (1905-1906) and at the
Moscow School of Painting, Sculpture, and Architecture (1908-1909), where among his tutors were
Abram Arkhipov and Konstantin Korovin. Shevchenko participated in the World of Art, Donkey Tail,
Youth Association, Makovets, and Association of Moscow Artists exhibitions. Started with the
impressionism (Paris landscapes 1905-1906) and symbolist fantasies in the spirit of Blue Rose,
painting in futuristic style. Under the influence of Mikhail Larionov he became involved in primitivism
and rayonism. In 1913 he published the brochures: "Neo—primitivism. Its theory. Its opportunities”
and "Principles of cubism and other modern styles in the painting of all times and peoples".

The works of Shevchenko are kept in the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State Russian
Museum (St. Petersburg), large museums of the former USSR, and private collections in Russia and
abroad.

d LEONID ALEXANDROVICH KAZENIN (7897, Vyatka — 1965, Moscow)

Kazenin began his career in 1912 in the Moscow School of Painting, Sculpture, and Architecture. His teachers were A. Arkhipov, K. Korovin,
and A. Vasnetsov. In 1914 he was drafted to the army; during the World War 1, he was seriously wounded. Kazenin could not return to the art
until 1922, when he entered the Department of monumental and fresco art in the Higher Art and Technical Studios. There he made acquaintance
with Konstantin Istomin who became not only a teacher for him, but also a friend. Together, they travelled a lot across the midland Russia,
worked in Abramtsevo and Pavlovskaya Sloboda. First Kazenin was strongly influenced by Istomin, but soon found his own style, which he kept
following for the rest of his life. Leonid Kazenin always shied away from the official art. He made for living by creating monumental works, while
painting was his sanctuary. Kazenin painted lyrical landscapes, chamber portraits, and everyday still lives, and all this helped him avoid ideological
pressure. He participated in the first exhibition of the Youth Union of the Association of Artists of Revolutionary Russia. In 1930 he became a
member of the Four Arts society; in 1932 entered the Moscow Regional Union of Soviet Artists. In 1942, Kazenin with his family was evacuated
to the Northern Urals, where he worked in the City of Severouralsk as a muralist and a theatrical painter. After the end of war he returned to
Moscow, where he participated in art restoration projects in Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts and taught at Stroganov College. The one—man show
of Leonid Kazenin's works took place in Moscow in 1958 (the Moscow Organization of the Union of Artists) and in 1975 (the Moscow
Organization of the Union of Artists, N. N. Tretyakov — an article in the catalog). The works of the artist are kept in the Kirov Art Museum.

In 1920—1930s Sveshnikov worked in the
Labor Museum. Participated in the exhibitions of
Makovets Association. Was a member of the
team of mural painters (S. Romanovich,
Ye.Belyakova) that worked on industrial styles
and designs for public facilities (1930s). In
1936 he worked in the workshop of mural
painting of the Higher Art and Technical Studios in
Moscow, designed decorations for the game
hall in the Central House of Pioneers and
Octobrists, for Rodina movie house in Moscow,
and for the railroad hospital in Perovo; he also
designed vases for the Moscow River quay at
Gorky Park in Moscow.

A Russian artist, painter, watercolorist, and graphic artist; created genre and historical paintings. The son of P.K. Klodt, a sculptor.
Studied at the Petersburg Academy of Arts (1851-1958). In 1861, for his painting "The Last Spring", Klodt was awarded the Large
Gold Medal and the right for the pension abroad. During 1857-1860 he worked in Paris. During 1862-1865, as a pensioner of the
Academy, he lived in Munich. For his paintings "Village Beauties" and "Returning From the Field" he received the title of Academician
in 1867;in 1872 — the title of Professor. His painting "The Musician" has laid the foundation for the collection of P.M. Tretyakov. Klodt
was a founding member of the Society for Traveling Art Exhibitions and the Society of Russian Watercolorists. His works are kept in
the State Tretyakov Gallery in Moscow and the State Russian Museum in St. Petersburg.

His
work "Getting quiet” (1890), depicting pre—storm weather, earned Dubovskoy his fame.

His works are housed in the State Tretyakov Gallery in Moscow, the State Russian Museum in St. Petersburg,, in art museums of Omsk, Nizhny

Took part in painting the interior of the White Hall of the Mossovet and in Schusev Architecture Museum; he painted the
chandelier of the main staircase in the House of Soviet Army in Arkhangelskoye and painted the interior of the house of Governor
General Motovsky.

His works are preserved in Voronezh Regional Museum, the Art and History Reserve Museum of Sergiyev Posad, and in
Schusev Architecture Museum in Moscow.

BORIS PETROVICH SVESHNIKOV (7927, Moscow—1998, Moscow)

A Russian artist, representative of informal art, famous for his "GULAG art".

In 1946, during his studies at the Institute of Applied and Decorative Art, he was arrested on a charge of "anti—Soviet

propaganda” and sentenced to 8 years of concentration camps.

He was convoyed to Ukhtizhemlag prison camp (Komi Republic) to do earth works. In 1954, after the end of his imprisonment,
Sveshnikov returned to Moscow; in 1956 he was rehabilitated.

He successfully worked for Goslitizdat (State Literature Publishing house), made many illustrations for the books by I.W. Goethe,
ET.A. Hoffman, H.C. Anderson, the Brothers Grimm, M. Maeterlinck, K.G. Paustovsky (1960s), — this was where his gift of romantic
symbolism and sophisticated historical stylization was expressed.

The works of Sveshnikov are kept in the Museum of Modern Art in Jersey City and Zimmerli Art Museum at Rutgers University (USA),
in the State Tretyakov Gallery in Moscow, and in the collection of the Memorial society.

A
full member of the Russian Academy of Arts. Laureate of the Russian Federation State prize.
Graduated from Surikov Moscow State Art Institute. A student of Dmitry Zhilinsky. Beginning from
1969 a member of the Union of Artists of the USSR.

Beginning from 1992 — professor at the Department of Scenography of the Russian Academy
of Theatrical Art. In 2003 Nesterova became a winner of the Triumph Prize.

Participated in many exhibitions in Russia in 1970s; beginning from the late 1980s, she started
working in the US. Nesterova's works are in the collections of the State Tretyakov Gallery in
Moscow, the State Russian Museum in St. Petersburg, Guggenheim Museum in New York, Ludwig
Museum in Cologne, museums in Montreal, Beijing, and other cities.

The works of Zuyev are kept in the State Museum of Fine Arts of Tatarstan in Kazan, art museums in
Ulyanovsk, Saratov, and Volgograd, as well as private collections in France and the US; they were sold at Hotel
Drouot auctions in Paris.

1. Conditions of business

The seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) holds the auction in order to sell the property that is included in the auction collection and published in the
auction catalogue on the following terms and conditions.

2. The Seller and the Buyer

2.1. The Seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) conducts the business and entitles the auctioneer and his assistant to hold the sale, on such other terms
through its legal representatives.

2.2. Actual or prospective buyers complete the registration form and receive their bid numbers.

The following prospective buyers are:

- consenting adults.

- All legal agents of legal entities with warranty to act on their behalf and written acknowledgment of payment guarantee.

2.3. Absentee bidding. A prospective buyer leaves an instruction to Seller to act on his behalf. An absentee bid form should be completed not later
than one working day before the sale. The lot numbers and the highest prices should be determined. The absentee bid forms are enclosed in the
catalogue and are available at the gallery. In the event of identical bids, the earliest will take precedence.

3. The Sale.

3.1. Previewing.

All the lots in the sale are exhibited at the premises of Leonid Shishkin Gallery a week before the auction and Buyers should satisfy themselves prior
to the Sale as to the condition of each lot and should exercise and rely on their own judgment of the lot according with its description.

3.2. Illustrations in the catalogue are for identification only.

3.3. The Sale starts at the time indicated in the catalogue and on the Gallery web-site. The catalogue can be ordered via e-mail: lshishkin@yandex.
ru and by phone number: 694-35-10.

3.4. The auctioneer is the only legal representative of the Seller and any dispute shall be settled at the auctioneer’s absolute discretion.

3.5. The Sales begins when the auctioneer announces each lot, its starting price and gives provenance.

3.6. If a lot has an absentee bid, the sale begins with the reserved price. Telephone bidding follows general auctions rules.

3.7. A bid means an absolute agreement to the price and each succeeding bid should exceed the previous by a certain proportion.

3.8. The auctioneer shall in his discretion direct the proportion; usually 10 per cent (10 000 rub, 11 000 rub, 12 000 rub, etc.)

3.9. The highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price” and it indicates the sale is completed and no other conditions of the sale are
accepted by the Seller.

3.10. The Seller has the discretion without giving any reason to withdraw any lot from the auction.

4. The Seller guarantees.

4.1. The Seller guarantees accurate information on the goods described in the catalogue.

4.2. All goods in the sale are examined by the Seller or if the need arises by the State museums, restoration centers or any other expert or authority.
4.3. The Seller guarantees that any lot which proves to be * “a deliberate forgery” may be returned by Buyer to Seller in the same condition in which
it was at the time of the auction and any amount paid for the any lot will be refunded.

* “a deliberate forgery” means an imitation made with the intention of deceiving as to authorship, origin, date, age, period, culture or source which
is not shown to be such in the description in the catalogue.

4.4. The Buyer shall have no rights under the Condition

4.3.if:

- The description in the catalogue at the date of sale was in accordance with the then generally accepted opinion of scholars and experts or fairly
indicated that there was a conflict of such opinion.

- The only method of establishing at the date of publication of the catalogue that the lot was a “deliberate forgery” was by means of scientific
processes not generally accepted for use until after publication of the catalogue or a process which was unreasonably expensive or impractical.
4.5. The Seller guarantees Condition 4.3. provided that the Buyer as a true owner has and is able to transfer a good and marketable title to the lot
free from any third party claims.

4.6. All the details of the sale will remain confidential.

5. Payment

5.1. Prices indicated in the catalogue are approximate and only the sale will determine the final value, excluding Seller’s premium. The starting price
of a lot is usually one half of the lower estimate published in the catalogue. Highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price”. The Seller adds
10% premium to the hammer price that is less than 500 000 rub and 5% premium to the hammer price exceeding 500 000 rub.

5.2. When a lot is sold the Buyer shall pay the “total amount due” the day of the sale or not later than seven working days after the auction.

5.3. The Seller, at its discretion, can offer credit terms to the Buyer under which the Buyer will leave a deposit (usually 20 per cent of the “total
amount due”) and will pay the rest not later than seven working days.

5.4. If any lot is not paid for in full or if there is any other breach of either of the aboved Condition, the Seller, at his discretion, will be entitled to
keep the deposit, to re-sell the lot at a public auction or at a private sale.
