Graduated from VKHUTEMAS in Moscow. When he was a student he was invited to the “Four Arts” society and participated in
allits exhibitions together with R. Falk, K. Petrov-Vodkin, P. Kuznetsov, M. Saryan and P. Miturich. The main subject of the artist
was Jewish life with all its oddities, humor and tragedies. In 1928 graduated from the Institute and stayed there to teach drawing.

Worked as a designer in theaters of Moscow, Minsk and Kiev; illustrated books of Jewish authors.

After establishment of the Russian Association of Proletarian Artists there began a movement for purity of the members of
proletarian art. Meer Axelrod was blamed in being formalistic and bourgeois. In the period of war the director S. Eisenstein
invited Axelrod to work as artist at his film “Ivan the Terrible”, which was shot in Alma-Ata. The artist and his family moved to
Alma-Ata, where in 1944 his first personal exhibition was arranged.

In 1966 in Moscow there was the group exhibition of five artists: M. Axelrod, M. Gorshman, A. Labas, A. Teneta, G. Shults.

The pictures of the artist are in the State Tretyakov Gallery, the State Russian Museum, the Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts.

In 1917-1920 studied in the Moscow School of Painting,
Sculpture and Architecture — under tutorship of L.I. Mashkov and L. O. Pasternak. Lived in
Moscow. In 1920 he participated in the meetings of the monumental art section of the Culture
Institute; he suggested establishing an experimental laboratory which should define and
calculate the quantity of energy necessary for emotional estimation of works of art. In 1921 he
made speeches at the meetings of “objectivists” group headed by N.A. Udaltsova. Since 1925
started exhibiting. Member of OBIS (1925).

Since the late 1920s was a member of Society of Easel Painters, but didn’t participate in OST
exhibitions. In 1934 he had his first personal exhibition (together with his wife, E.F. Ermilova-
Platova) in the club of artists in Moscow. In 1937 he was awarded the bronze medal at the World
exhibition in Paris. Since 1925 taught in VKHUTEMAS.

His pictures are kept in the State Tretyakov Gallery, the State Russian Museum, the Pushkin
Museum of Fine Arts, Capitani gallery, Milan.

The Soviet artist. Studied in VKHUTEMAS (1919 - 1925) under the supervision of A.V.
Shevchenko. Was a member of “Artists’ workshop” (1926-1930). Participated in Moscow
exhibitions since 1923. The pictures of Golopolosov are rather autobiographical. He was
not interested in either avant-gardism or social realism. In his pictures one can feel the
expression and inner dramatism of images. The artist had keen sense of the tense situation in
the country, frustration of idealistic ideas and romantic hopes (“Worldview”). In his pictures
there are a lot of scenes depicting battles with nature (“Dagestan fishermen”). 1938 was a
hard year for the artist because he was excluded from the Moscow Union of Artists. For many
years afterwards he had no opportunity to exhibit, though he continued working. It was at
that time when he painted his most pessimistic pictures: “Loneliness”, “Spider”, “Portrait
of a madman”, “Dead end”. Golopolosov”s pictures are kept in the State Tretyakov Gallery,
the Karakalpaksky State Arts Museum named after L.V. Savitsky, in museums of Archangelsk,
Vologda, Dresden (Germany).

In his pictures he combined features of cubism, futurism, neoprimitivism and folk art. Painter, graphic artist, illustrator, author of
monumental paintings, theater artist.

Studied in the School of Painting and Sculpture in Tiflis (till 1911). In 1912 moved to St.-Peterburg and entered the Higher
School of Painting, Sculpture and Architecture (didn’t finish his course). At the same period he started close relationship with many
representatives of the artistic avant-garde. Participated in the exhibitions “Donkey’s tail” (1912), “Target” (1913), «Ne 4» (1914) in
Moscow. Was a friend of M. Larionov and N. Goncharova. Together with M. Le Dantu he discovered N.Pirosmani’s art genius. In 1912-
1914 lived in Paris, attended the studio of A.P. Arkhipenko. Continued active participation in performances of Georgian futurists; was a
member of the association “Syndicate of futurists”, one of the organizers (together with his brother Ilya Zdanevich, A.E. Kruchyonykh,
H.G. Terentyev) of the futuristic group “41°”. Worked on development of the orchestral painting. His works are kept in many museum
collections, including the Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts and others.

Important shows include Discussion Exhibition, Moscow,
1924; Anti-Imperialist Exhibition, Moscow, 1931; Artists of the Russian Federation Over Fifteen Years, Leningrad,
1932; Artists of the Russian federation over Fifteen Years, Moscow, 1933. Luchishkin worked as Director and Art
Director in Projectionist Theater in Moscow (1924-1932). The works of Luchishkin are preserved in the collection of
the State Tretyakov Gallery in Moscow and the State Russian Museum in St. Petersburg.

M.D. Bernstein and L.V. Sherwood, in 1912-1914 studied at the St. Petersburg Academy of Arts.

Cooperated with the periodicals "Satiricon" and "Novy Satiricon" (1911-1917). One of the founders of
Okna ROSTA (Russian Telegraph Agency Windows) in Leningrad (1920-1921). Joined to the avant-gard
«Assosiation of new waves in art» (1922-1923) under chairmanship of Vladimir Tatlin; was under great
influence of the latter. Later was a member of the association «Four Arts».During his avant-gard period he
worked on concave-relieves, researching the texture—plastic possibilities of different materials, as well as still-
lives in the cubism manner. In 1920-s he returned to decorative art — graphic series: "Laundresses" (pencil,
Indian ink, gouashe; 1920-1925) « Panel of Revolution » (1922), «<NEP» (1925-1927). His gift of an illustrator
expressed in children’s books illustrations: «Fairy-tale of stupid mouse», «Circus», both — 1925; «Luggage»,
1926; «Usaty—polosaty», 1930; (texts by S. Y. Marshak) are considered the masterpieces of this genre.

In the following years he worked successfully as a books graphist and easel-artist. His works of “socrealism
epoch” are characterized by female portraits and character types full of slightly ironic erotism.

Studied at the art studio of K.F. Yuon, where he became
friends with N.P. Sapunoyv, S.Yu. Sudeykin, P.V. Kuznetsov, together they took part in the exhibition “Red
Rose” in Saratov in 1904, and later — in the exhibition “Blue Rose”.

S.P. Dyagilev noticed the talented young graphic artist. This fact helped Feofilaktov to enter the publishing
house “World of Art” where he published his first works.

He was influenced by graphic art of O. Beardsley, and was even called “Moscow Beardsley” or “Beardslean”.
Feofilaktov used his Moscow-Beardslean style to decorate the cover of the Moscow symbolists’ magazine
“Vesy” with vignettes and headpieces. His graphic, slightly amateurish style and themes (morbid fancies,
masks, candles, odd androgynes, sexless maryonettes, sphynxes and chimeras with bats) were a great success.
However, unlike Beardsley, he painted them without any tragic strain, lightly and even jokingly, filled them
with a soft, typically Moscow plastics and that’s why looked more artistic.

After 1910 Feofilaktov’s graphic art suddenly became irrelevant and he turned to oil painting.

In 1933-1937 he worked in the publishing house “Academia”.

KONSTANTIN IVANOVICH GORBATOV (1876, Stavropol, Samara province — 1945, Berlin, Germany)

Gorbatov was born in Stavropol, near the Volga which he later painted in his cycle of pictures.
In 1903 he moved to St.—Peterburg where he studied first in the Central School of Technical
Painting of baron Shtiglits. In 1904 he entered the Academy of Arts, architecture department.
In 1905 - 1911 in the Academy his teachers were V.E. Dubovsky and A.A. Kiselev. He
participated in exhibitions of Peredvizhniki (since 1905), “Society of the independent” (1910,
St.—Peterburg), in Paris, Venice, Munich. In 1911 his picture “Sailed” was awarded the golden
international medal at the Munich exhibition, and he was given the title of the artist and sent
to the trip abroad. He travelled across Italy and Europe. After he returned to Russia he was
awarded the title of professor of the Arts Academy. He was teaching and travelling around old
Russian towns, whose landscapes became the major theme of his work. He became a member
of the Society named after A.I. Kuindzhi, took part in late exhibitions of Peredvizhniki. In 1922
the artist leaves Russia forever, he lives in Italy, Capri, travels around Europe. Since 1926 lived in
Berlin. According to the artist’s will, his pictures are now kept in the Moscow Regional Museum
of Arts in New Jerusalem.

LEV FELIKSOVICH LAGORIO (1827, Feodosia — 1905, St. Petersburg)

Russian aquarelle painter. Son of the Neapolitan vice-chancellor Lagorio.

Studied under tutorship of M.N. Vorobiev and B.P. Villevalde in the St. Petersburg Academy of Arts. In 1852 he became
nationalized and after graduation from the Academy went on a pensioner trip around Europe. After he demonstrated
his pictures—“reports” he became professor of the Academy of Arts.

The main theme of Lagorio was seascape where he gave special attention to reproducing the light and aerial perspective.

As a number of artists, he participated in the Russian-Turkish war of 1877—1878. He depicted his impressions in
pictures showing the episodes of this event, tragic and dramatic for every artist.

The most popular works of Lagorio are “Norman shore” (1859), “Gurzuf” (1890), “Story of attack on the fortress
Bayazet” (1891). Closer to the end of his life (1900) L.F. Lagorio was elected an honored member of the Academy of Arts
— it was a peculiar sign of his contribution to Russian art.

His pictures are kept in many museum collections, including the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State Russian
Museum (St. Petersburg) and many other museums around the world.

ALEXEY MIKHAILOVICH KORIN (1865, Palekh village of Vladimirskaya province — 1923, Marino village, Tverskaya province)

Painter, graphic artist. Originally from the dynasty of Palekh icon—painter peasants. In 1875-1876 studied in school under icon-painting workshops of
Troitse-Sergiyeva Lavra, then in 1876-1877 — in the icon—painting workshop of Shokorev in Moscow. In 1884-1889 attended classes of the Moscow School of
Painting, Sculpture and Architecture, under tutorship of E.S. and P.SS. Sorokin, I.M. Pryanishnikov, V.E. Makovsky,

V.D. Polenov. In 1889 he was awarded a silver medal and the rank of 1st class painter. At the same year, together with LI. Levitan, he worked in Ples on the
Volga. He participated in the exhibitions of the art union “Sreda”, Moscow Association of Artists, Moscow Society of Art Admirers. In 1890 was awarded its
second prize, in 1891 and 1892 — first prizes for the portraits. Since 1895 was a member of Association of Itinerant Art Exhibitions, organized its exhibitions
in Moscow (1900 and 1902). In 1911-1912 painted the cathedral — the monument to Alexander Nevsky in Sofia, Bulgaria, restored the icon paintings and
frescos of the Troitse-Sergiyeva Lavra. In 1911 exhibited his works at the World exhibition in Rome.

After the October Revolution in 1917 he settled in Marino village. Participated in the 2nd State Art exhibition in 1918-1919 in Moscow and in the
3rd exhibition in Ryazan. Korin belongs to the “late” peredvizhniki, in many creative features he is close to the Union of Russian artists. His pictures are
characterized by intimacy of images which are hardly beyond the scope of everyday life, the artist’s family and friends.

Pictures by A. Korin are kept in many museum collections, including the State Tretyakov Gallery, the State Russian Museum and Ples museum.

A. Savrasov and V. Polenov. Among his classmates and friends were I. Levitan, M. Nesterov, A. Arkhipov.

Participated et the Traveling art Exhibitions, the World of Art, the Union of 36, the Union of Russian
Artists exhibitions where played a leading role. Thought at Moscow Painting, Sculpture and Architecture
Institute since 1901. Together with V. Polenov joined Abramtsev Art group where met Russian patron
of art S. Mamontov. S.Mamontov invited the artist, as a stage designer, to his private opera.Thanks to
Mamontov and his theatre Korovin developed into a brilliant stage artist and experimenter. Later his
innovations were widely use by S. Dyagilev ballet theatre.

Once went to France, Korovin became a captive of Paris and moved there in 1923.

His exhibitions were held in Berlin (1923) and Paris (1925 u 1929) art galleries. Became a novelist in
immigration, published in Russian newspaper the Vozrozhdenie. The artist’s canvases are exhibited at
the State Treryakov Gallery Moscow), State Russian Museum (St. Petrsburg) and in major art museums
all over the world.

Taught from 1922: in AkhRR (Association
of the Artists’ of Revolutionary Russia). Merited Artist of Russia, the winner of the Society for Central Studios, Moscow (1929-1931), at Grekov
Studio (1934-41), at MIPIDI (1948-51), at Potemkin Teacher-Training Institute (1952-53), at the Surikov Institute. Managed the Central Moscow
Studio the Windows of TASS (1941-1946), headed a studio of artist-borderguards (1942-1947), a chairman of Moscow Artist’s Union (1953-1955).
A full member of the Academy of Art. His works are exhibited in the collections of the State Tretyakov Gallery Moscow), State Russian Museum (St.
Petersburg), in the Municipal Art Museum of the state Columbia, the United States.

Ryndin was $8300-10 000
a member of Makovets Association, the Society of Moscow Artists, the Four Arts Society, and the Association of Artists of Revolutionary
Russia. He taught at Moscow Surikov Art Institute (from 1965). He was the head artist of the following Moscow theaters: the Chamber €6250-7 500

Theater (1931-1934 where he had been working in the theater since 1925), Vakhtangov Theater (1935-1944 and 1947-1958), the Drama
Theater (1944-1947), the Big Theater (from 1953). In his works of the late 1920’s - early 1930’s, the constructivism influence is dominate.
Later he combined abstract constructions with painted decorations and often used a single stage set as a basis for designing plays. On
the whole, the creative work of the artist has romantic pathos, emotional intensity, and laconicism of images, as well as a tendency
toward heroic and epochal solutions and rich metaphors. Among his major works are designs for the plays "The Optimistic Tragedy" by
Vishnevsky (1933, the Chamber Theater), "Much Ado about Nothing" by Shakespeare (1936, Vakhtangov Theater), "The Young Guards"
by Fadeyev (1947, Moscow Drama Theater) and “Hamlet” by Shakespeare (1954, Moscow Mayakovsky Theater), etc.
The works of Ryndin are kept in the Central Theatre Museum of A.A. Bakhrushin, in Moscow.

AUCTION RULES

1. Conditions of business

The seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) holds the auction in order to sell the property that is included in the auction collection and published in the
auction catalogue on the following terms and conditions.

2. The Seller and the Buyer

2.1. The Seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) conducts the business and entitles the auctioneer and his assistant to hold the sale, on such other terms
through its legal representatives.

2.2. Actual or prospective buyers complete the registration form and receive their bid numbers.

The following prospective buyers are:

- consenting adults.

- All legal agents of legal entities with warranty to act on their behalf and written acknowledgment of payment guarantee.

2.3. Absentee bidding. A prospective buyer leaves an instruction to Seller to act on his behalf. An absentee bid form should be completed not later
than one working day before the sale. The lot numbers and the highest prices should be determined. The absentee bid forms are enclosed in the
catalogue and are available at the gallery. In the event of identical bids, the earliest will take precedence.

3. The Sale.

3.1. Previewing.

All the lots in the sale are exhibited at the premises of Leonid Shishkin Gallery a week before the auction and Buyers should satisfy themselves prior
to the Sale as to the condition of each lot and should exercise and rely on their own judgment of the lot according with its description.

3.2. Illustrations in the catalogue are for identification only.

3.3. The Sale starts at the time indicated in the catalogue and on the Gallery web-site. The catalogue can be ordered via e-mail: lshishkin@yandex.
ru and by phone number: 694-35-10.

3.4. The auctioneer is the only legal representative of the Seller and any dispute shall be settled at the auctioneer’s absolute discretion.

3.5. The Sales begins when the auctioneer announces each lot, its starting price and gives provenance.

3.6. If a lot has an absentee bid, the sale begins with the reserved price. Telephone bidding follows general auctions rules.

3.7. A bid means an absolute agreement to the price and each succeeding bid should exceed the previous by a certain proportion.

3.8. The auctioneer shall in his discretion direct the proportion; usually 10 per cent (10 000 rub, 11 000 rub, 12 000 rub, etc.)

3.9. The highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price” and it indicates the sale is completed and no other conditions of the sale are
accepted by the Seller.

3.10. The Seller has the discretion without giving any reason to withdraw any lot from the auction.

4. The Seller guarantees.

4.1. The Seller guarantees accurate information on the goods described in the catalogue.

4.2. All goods in the sale are examined by the Seller or if the need arises by the State museums, restoration centers or any other expert or authority.
4.3. The Seller guarantees that any lot which proves to be * “a deliberate forgery” may be returned by Buyer to Seller in the same condition in which
it was at the time of the auction and any amount paid for the any lot will be refunded.

* “a deliberate forgery” means an imitation made with the intention of deceiving as to authorship, origin, date, age, period, culture or source which
is not shown to be such in the description in the catalogue.

4.4. The Buyer shall have no rights under the Condition

4.3.if:

- The description in the catalogue at the date of sale was in accordance with the then generally accepted opinion of scholars and experts or fairly
indicated that there was a conflict of such opinion.

- The only method of establishing at the date of publication of the catalogue that the lot was a “deliberate forgery” was by means of scientific
processes not generally accepted for use until after publication of the catalogue or a process which was unreasonably expensive or impractical.
4.5. The Seller guarantees Condition 4.3. provided that the Buyer as a true owner has and is able to transfer a good and marketable title to the lot
free from any third party claims.

4.6. All the details of the sale will remain confidential.

5. Payment

5.1. Prices indicated in the catalogue are approximate and only the sale will determine the final value, excluding Seller’s premium. The starting price
of a lot is usually one half of the lower estimate published in the catalogue. Highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price”. The Seller adds
10% premium to the hammer price that is less than 500 000 rub and 5% premium to the hammer price exceeding 500 000 rub.

5.2. When a lot is sold the Buyer shall pay the “total amount due” the day of the sale or not later than seven working days after the auction.

5.3. The Seller, at its discretion, can offer credit terms to the Buyer under which the Buyer will leave a deposit (usually 20 per cent of the “total
amount due”) and will pay the rest not later than seven working days.
