The main subject of his works was the city of Leningrad.

Vedernikov studied at the Leningrad Art Technical Institute (the former Academy of Arts)
beginning from 1924.

He also took classes at the workshop of Iosif Braz. He was positively influenced by the French
school of painting — first of all, Henri Matisse. Vedernikov had an individual, noble and restrained

At the same period she got
acquainted with D. Tegin, a talented Soviet artist who later
became her husband. Levinson began exhibiting in 1947.
She participated in all Moscow watercolor exhibitions.

Her works were exhibited in many Russian and foreign
art shows.

An outstanding Moscow artist, a gifted colorist.

Graduated from Surikov Moscow State Art Institute with the famous Samarkand graduation class
of S. Gerasimov (1942). As a member of the brigade of B. Ioganson, Tegin participated in creation of
the painting “Lenin’s Speech at the 3 rd Congress of the Komsomol” (1950, State Tretyakov Gallery,
Moscow), for which he was awarded the Stalin Prize, as a member of the authors’ team (1951). Tegin’s
one-man exhibitions were held in Moscow in 1946, 1947, and 1950. In 1960s, travelling around the
country (mainly the Baltic Region), he paints wonderful series of lyrical landscapes.

The paintings by Tegin are kept in State Tretyakov Gallery and in many regional museums.

NICOLAY GEORGIEVICH KOTOV (1889, Tomsk — 1968, Moscow)

A talented painter and researcher artist who made a number of important discoveries in panoramic painting. Studied
at the Moscow School of Painting, Sculpture, and Architecture under the tutelage of A.Arkhipov and K. Korovin
(1912-1917). One of the founders and leaders of a famous art group — the Association of Artists of the Revolutionary
Russia (AKhRR) in 1922. Kotov was the leader of the group of artists who were members of Pamir expedition of the
Academy of Sciences of the USSR in 1932. He participated in recreating the panoramas by F. Roubaud: "Borodino Battle"
in Moscow and "Sevastopol Battle" in Sevastopol, Ukraine. His one-man exhibition was held in Moscow in 1933.

Kotov's works are exhibited in the collections of the State Tretyakov Gallery, the State Russian Museum in Saint

N. Kasatkin, S. Malyutin, and K. Korovin.

His famous work "At the Old Ural Plant" (1937, State Tretyakov Gallery) was awarded the First Degree Diploma, the First Prize of
the All-Union Fine Arts Exhibition, Stalin Prize (1941), and Gold Medal of the World Exhibition in Brussels (1958).

Creator of a number of famous canvases that were considered to be a standard that fully met the standards of the Soviet art.

Ioganson combined the traditions of narrative art of the Peredvizhniki and the new socialist approach of the Association of Artists
of Revolutionary Russia. In 1950 he headed up the group of artists to paint a famous huge canvas "Lenin’s Speech at the III Congress
of the Komsomol". For this work he was awarded the Stalin Prize of 1951.

Ioganson’s paintings are kept in the State Tretyakov Gallery in Moscow, the State Russian Museum in St. Petersburg, as well as
many art museums in Russia and the former USSR countries.

As a graphic artist, working in pen, pencil, charcoal, efching, linocut, and lithography, Matisse mostly operates a line — thin,
sometimes infermifent, sometimes long and curvy one, cutfing through white or black background (Themes and Variations
series, charcoal, pen, 1941, illustrations: fo the Poems by Mallarm, Pasipha by de Montherlant, Love Poems by Ronsard).

".. My classical education unavoidably brought me fo studying the Masters, | tried my best to learn their understanding
of volume, arabesque, contrasts, harmony, and bring my observations to my work from life, but one day I realized that |
need fo forget all about the Masters' techniques, or, rather, reconsider them in my own way. Then came the Oriental art
with its influence.

! transfer my feeling directly by drawing and line. This is possible because of the simplicity of the technique.

However, my drawings are more complefe than they may seem fo some who regard them as but skeiches. They are
generators of light. If one views them in weak or indiirect light, one can see not only the lushness and tenderness of lines, but also
the light and the difference of values corresponding to color. Many can see these qualities even in full direct light. The thing is,
these drawings were preceded by studies that were not made in the same hard technique as the pen line; instead, they were
made by charcoal or tintage which made it possible to defect the nature of the model, its expression, as well as some features
of the light surrounding it, the medium — all that can be represented by drawing alone.

A talented Russian painter, graphic artist and tutor. She was a daughter of N.1. Glinka, a cousin
of the famous Russian composer. Became famous as a landscape painter. Studied at the private
studio of K. Yuon (1906) and then at the Moscow School of Painting, Sculpture and Architecture
(1906-1911) where her teachers were A. Korin and N. Kasatkin. She continued her studies at the
Academy of Art and then in the private studio of Henri Matisse in Paris. Then she returned to
Russia. In 1910-1940 she worked on the graphic series devoted to M. 1. Glinka.

In 1924 she moved to Moscow, taught basic fine art, and worked as a children book illustrator.
She created several series of paintings after her trips to Crimea and Kirghizia. Today her works are
presented in the Central State Museum of Musical Culture named after M. 1. Glinka and in the
State Museum Reserve in Smolensk.

LADO (VLADIMIR) DAVIDOVICH GUDIASHVILI
(1896, Tiflis — 1980, Tbilisi)

Georgian avant-garde artist.

In 1910 he entered the Thbilisi Painting and Sculpture
School and graduated in 1914. In 1915 he met the great
Georgian painter Niko Pirosmani who greatly influenced
Gudiashvili.

The artist lived in Paris for 5 years (1920-1925) where he
was a constant customer of the famous "La Ruche", a colony
of painters where he met I. Zuloaga, Amedeo Modigliani,
Nathalia Goncharova, and Mikhail Larionov.

In 1925 Lado Gudiashvili returned to Georgia with his new
collection. Gudiashvili freely used mythological allegories
and the traditions of old Caucasian and Persian art. Lado
Gudiashvili worked also as a book illustrator, cinema and
theater decorator.

The works by Gudiashvili are in the State Tretyakov
Gallery in Moscow, Bakhrushin State Central Theater
Museum, the State Museum of Eastern Peoples, the Moscow
Museum of Modern Art, and the State Art Museum of
Georgia in Tbilisi.

Borovsky was a prominent graphic artist, active in Leningrad. From
1945-1952 he studied at Repin State Institute of Painting, Sculpture and
Architecture of the USSR Academy of Fine Arts under the tutorship of
K. Rudakov. His thesis work was the series of illustrations for the Life of
Mathew Kozhemiakin, a book by Maxim Gorky. Borovsky illustrated
books for Goslitizdat, Detgiz and Iskusstvo publishing houses. Borovsky
created the series of color lithographs: Leningrad Choreography School
(1955), V.I. Lenin (1957) and works on book illustration, a series of color
monotypes (1961-1963). The artist’s works are preserved in the State
Tretyakov Gallery in Moscow, the State Russian Museum in St. Petersburg,
and in numerous private collections in Russia and abroad.

Famous, first of all, as a member of the Society of Easel Painters (OST), an author
of sport and military series, which reflected the growing power of the young USSR.
In 1919-1924 she studied at the State Free Art Shops, where her teacher was
1. Mashkov. Since 1925 —a member of the Society of Easel Painters. In 1936 she had
her first personal exhibition in Moscow. In the post-war years Zernova worked at
the theater and cinema (with Yu. Pimenov), and as a muralist. Honored Artist of
the Russian Federation (1974).

In her late works she abandoned the themes of war, industry, and politics, and took up
painting inspirational chamber series of still-lives and suburban landscapes (1970-1990s).

Zernova’s paintings are in the State Tretyakov Gallery and some Moscow and regional
museums, as well as in private collections of Reynold Johnson (Minneapolis, US) and
Matthew Bown (UK).

MSTISLAV VALERIANOVICH DOBUZHINSKY
(1875, Nizhni Novgorod — 1957, New York)

A prominent Russian painter and master of drawing. Studied at the Drawing School of the
Society for Encouragement of the Arts in St. Petersburg (1885-1987). From 1895 to 1999 he
studied at the St. Petersburg University at the faculty of Law.

He continued his artistic education at private studios in Munich, Germany in 1899-1901.
Until 1924 Dobuzhinsky worked mostly in St. Petersburg (Petrograd). Participated in art
exhibitions beginning from 1902.

Dobuzhinsky was one of the founders and a brightest representative of the legendary
World of Art artistic group. The main subject of his works was the City with its contrasts and
contradictions. He frequently portrayed his native Petersburg in the time of 18" — early 19th
century, and Russian provincial towns of 1920-1930s. Dobuzhinsky’s works can be found in
the collections of all important State art museums in Russia, as well as in Victoria and Albert
Museum in London, and in the Museum of Contemporary Art in New York.

KONSTANTIN ALEXEYEVICH KOROVIN (1861, Moscow —1939, Paris)

Russian impressionism patriarch. Studied at the Moscow Painting, Sculpture and
Architecture Institute under the tutelage of B.Perov, A.Savrasov and V. Polenov. Among his
classmates and friends were I. Levitan, M. Nesterov, A. Arkhipov.

Participated in the Traveling art Exhibitions, the World of Art, the Union of 36, the Union
of Russian Artists exhibitions, where he played a leading role. Taught at the Moscow Painting,
Sculpture and Architecture Institute since 1901. Together with V. Polenov he joined the Abramtsevo
Art group where he met S. Mamontov, a patron of Russian art.S. Mamontov invited the artist as a
stage designer to his private opera. Thanks to Mamontov and his theater, Korovin developed into
a brilliant stage artist and experimenter. Later, his innovations were widely use by Dyagilev's ballet
theater.

After visiting France, Korovin became enamored with Paris and moved there in 1923. His
exhibitions were held in Berlin (1923) and Paris (1925 u 1929) art galleries. He became a
novelist in immigration; his works were published in Vozrozhdeniye (The Regeneration), a Russian
newspaper. The artist’s canvases are exhibited at the State Tretyakov Gallery in Moscow, the State
Russian Museum in St. Petersburg, and in major art museums all over the world.

The principles developed by Polenov (adding genre or lyrical associative elements to landscape,
treating a study as an independent work of art] had great significance for the further development of
Russian landscape painting.

IVAN YAKOVLEVICH BILIBIN
(1876, Tarhovka village near St.Petersburg — 1942, Leningrad)

One of the most influential 20'-century Russian illustrators
and stage designers.

Among his tutors were Ilya Repin in St.Peterburg and Anton
Ashbe in Munich. Bilibin took part in the Mir Iskusstva (World
of Art) group and contributed to the Ballets Russes. He was
the designer for the 1909 premiere production of Nikolai
Rimsky-Korsakov's The Golden Cockerel.

Bilibin gained renown in 1899, when he released
his illustrations of Russian fairy tales. Throughout his career,
he was inspired by Slavic folklore.

Soon after the October Revolution of 1917 Bilibin emigrated
first to Cairo and later he settled in Paris. There he worked a lot
as a stage designer. He still longed for his homeland and, after
decorating the Soviet Embassy in 1936, he returned to Soviet
Russia. He delivered lectures in the Soviet Academy of Arts
until 1941. Bilibin died during the Siege of Leningrad.

Bilibin's works are in the State Tretyakov Gallery, State
Russian Museum, the Museum of Russia Academy of Arts, the
Theater Museum named after Bakhrushin, Victoria and Albert
Museum in London, the Ashmolean Museum in Oxford,
Prague National Gallery.

From 1902 he studied in the Moscow College of Painting, Sculpture and Architecture; because he had no opportunity
to study book graphic art, he entered Stroganov College.

Since 1904 he was a member of Murava Union. In 1905 in Paris he was influenced by the Art Nouveau style,
Henri de Toulouse-Lautrec, and Japanese engravings. In 1908 in Petersburg he was engaged in book design, since
1910 he participated in the exhibitions of the World of Art group. In 1912-1913 he designed his famous children's
books in I. Knebel's publishing house. Since 1916 he worked in the State Russian Museum, in 1919-1923 he was an
overseer in the department of drawings and engravings. Since 1924 he taught in the Academy of Arts.

Mitrokhin's works are housed in the State Tretyakov Gallery in Moscow, the State Russian Museum in St. Petersburg,
and other great Russian museums.

NIKOLAY YEVGENIEVICH LANCERAY (1879, Saint-Petersburg — 1942, Saratov)

A Russian architect, graphic artist, book illustrator, and historian of neoclassical architecture.

Son of sculptor Yevgeny Lanceray (1848-1886), brother of Zinaida Serebryakova, a famous
painter.

Nikolai Lanceray graduated from the architectural department of the Imperial Academy of
Artsin 1904. Later he joined the World of Art circle and was a proponent of Russian neoclassical
revival school. Apart from his architect practice, Lanceray collected materials on neoclassical
architects and was among the founders of the History of the Old St. Petersburg Museum.

After the October Revolution of 1917 he continued to take part in public architectural
contests. Lanceray is credited with designing interiors of coast guard ships, Moscow Kremlin
offices, and apartment blocks in Moscow and Leningrad.

He was arrested in 1938, charged with espionage for France, sentenced to five years in a labor
camp, and died in prison.

From 1915 she participated in
exhibitions of the Mir Iskusstva (World of Art). In 1918-1923 she worked as artist of the State Porcelain Factory (the Lomonosov
Porcelain Factory). She created paintings on Russian fairy tales and took part in the series of "agitation of porcelain" (the tray "Long
Live the International!" and the plate "The Commune"). In 1923 at the invitation of Ivan Bilibin she left for Egypt where she became
his wife. From 1925 to 1936 lived in Paris, illustrated books and painted porcelain for Sevres Manufacturing. In 1936, she came back
to Leningrad together with her husband Ivan Bilibin and continued her work at the State Porcelain Factory.

Works by Schekatikhina—Pototskaya are presented in the State Russian Museum, State Hermitage Museum, the State Central
Theater Museum named after Bakhrushin.

SERGEI YURIEVICH SUDEIKIN (1884, Petersburg — 1946, New York)

A painter, graphic artist, and scenographer.

He studied at the Moscow School of Painting, Sculpture, and Architecture under A.Ye. Arkhipov and
A.M. Vasnetsov, then he continued his studies at the workshops of V. A. Serov and K. A. Korovin and in the
workshop of D.N. Kardovsky in the St. Petersburg Academy of Arts. Sudeikin was one of the organizers
of the Blue Rose symbolist association, the only exhibition of which took place in 1907 in Moscow. In
1904-1910 he participated in the exhibitions of the Moscow Fellowship of Artists and the Union of Russian
Artists. In 1911 he became one of the founders of the regenerated World of Art. In the 1910s, Sudeikin
worked a lot for the theater: cooperated with Brodyachaya sobaka (Stray Dog) and Prival komediantov
(Comedians' Camp) artistic literature cabarets. Sudeikin worked fruitfully and abundantly in book and
magazine graphic art. In 1920 he emigrated to Paris. Worked for Letuchaya mysh (The Bat) theater of
N.E Baliyev; in 1922 he came to the US for a tour with Baliyev's troupe and settled in New York. Worked
as a theatrical scenographer. Sudeikin cooperated with ballet masters D. Balanchin, V.E Nizhinsky, and
M.M. Fokin. In 1934-1935 he worked on production of the Resurrection movie based on the novel by
L.N. Tolstoy. From his early symbolist works of the 1900 s, Sudeikin shifted in the 1910s to a more primitivist,
stylization concept in painting and design, based on the traditions of Russian lubok (popular print), signs,
and painted ware.

The artist's works are kept in the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the State Russian Museum
(St. Petersburg), Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts (Moscow), and the Brooklyn Museum (New York).

In 1910, many in Russia believed the end of the world was coming — they thought the tail of Halley's Comet would
touch the Earth and poison the air with cyanide gas.

On the eve of the First World War, on the eve of the Russian Empire's demise, the society, especially the people of
art, as its most sensitive representatives, waited in morbid anticipation for the future shock of the world. The 300-year
old empire with its wonderful culture was coming to its end. The novels of the time had a prevailing topic of suicide;
the fine art of the time was dainty and sultry, with wild funfair images setting the scene.

Against this background, the figure of Sudeikin appeared bright, theatrical, fantastic, and noble at the same time.
He created a happy world that wore the apparel of the past.

VASILY SEMYONOVICH SVAROG (real name-Vasily Korochkin) (1883, Staraya Russa — 1948, Moscow)

The art gift of Korochkin who came from a peasant family was noticed at the time of his studies at a parish school. He left Staraya Russa
for St. Petersburg in 1895 with the help of one of the school's teachers and of P.P. Chistyakov; in St. Petersburg Korochkin studied at
Stieglitz’ Central College of Technical Drawing. Here, the young man took his new name after Svarog, the Slavic heathen god.

After graduation in 1902, Svarog worked a lot in the genre of landscape and portrait. However, his most famous works of the
pre-revolutionary period were connected to posters and magazines — graphic art, mostly satirical, published in such printed media as
Zhivopisnoye obozreniye (Fine Art Review), Pulemyot (Machine Gun), Zritel (The Spectator), Niva (The Field), Solntse Rossii (The
Sun of Russia), and others. The portrait of Yuri Repin, the son of I.Ye. Repin, by Svarog, made I.Ye. Repin excited: "Such courage, such
spontaneous manner, these are the real warriors we have!"

After the October Revolution, in 1919, the artist comes back to Staraya Russa, where he initiates many cultural and educational
projects.

Returning to Moscow in 1920-1930s, he published many drawings in Leningradskaya pravda, Krasnaya gazeta, Pravda, Izvestiya,
Komsomolskaya pravda newspapers, and other media. He painted portraits of Lenin and Stalin, painted the subjects related to the Red
Army, celebrations, festivities, industry and agriculture.

Having an excellent professional education, Svarog, like many other artists supported by the then authorities, successfully created in
the genres that were not promoted officially. He painted such lyrical compositions as "Little shepherd" (1938), expressive landscapes
as "Sea, still" (1939), subtle still lives as "Various glass" (1934), chamber portraits as "Female portrait" (1923) and "Mother and sister"
(1926).

After the death of the artist, over 180 drawing, still lives, and paintings was presented to Staraya Russa by Svarog's relatives. Now one
of the streets in Staraya Russa has the name of the artist.

The works of the artist are kept in the State Tretyakov Gallery in Moscow, the State Russian Museum in St. Petersburg, and many other
regional museums of Russia and former USSR republics.

An outstanding representative of the so-called "quiet avant-garde". It wasn't until recently that the
artist received full recognition. Oks’s paintings were not approved by Soviet structures due to their
"formalism"— free artistic language, which was opposed in the USSR from the late 1920s to the 1980s.

Oks studied at the Higher Art College in Odessa (till 1918), at the School of Art and Painting
of V. Yakovlev in Moscow (till 1922), and under the tutelage of V. Shukhayev. A member of NOZH
art society (New Society of Painters). From 1930 he joined the Association of Artists of Revolutionary
Russia. His one-man show took place in Moscow in 1965.

The artist's works were acquired by the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow) and the Museum in
Novy Ierusalim.

ALEXANDER ANTONOVICH RIZZONI
(1836, Riga — 1902, Rome)

An academician and professor of the Academy of Arts. In 1852 Rizzoni entered the Imperial Academy of Arts, where he studied under
professor B.P. Villevalde. He was awarded the Great Silver Medal for his painting "Italian organ-grinder in a tavern" and the Great
Golden Medal for his painting "Auction in a Livonian village". As a pensioner of the Academy, he worked in Paris and Rome.

Rizzoni participated in the exhibitions of the Moscow Society of Art Lovers and exhibited his works at the World Exhibition in Viennain
1873.

Rizzoni was one of the greatest masters of academic painting in Russia of the late 19th century; he worked as a genre painter and
portrait painter; he created the so—called small female heads. His works are noted by high professionalism and thoroughness in detail.

The works of Rizzoni are preserved in the State Tretyakov Gallery in Moscow, the State Russian Museum in St. Petersburg, and other
museum collections.

ALEXANDER YEVGENIEVICH YAKOVLEYV (1887, St. Petersburg - 1938, Paris)

Russian painter, master of painting and graphic art, a representative of the neoclassic movement
within Art Nouveau.

In 1905-19138 studied at the Art Academy under the tutorship of D.N. Kardovsky. During those years
he gotacquainted with V.I. Shukhayevwho became his creative alter ego. Worked for Satirikon and New
Satirikon magazines (1909 1918). Was a member of the Art World group since 1912. In 19141915 he
travelled through Italy together with Shukhayev. While collecting the ethnic materials for panels of the
Kazan railway station, he visited the Far East in 1917, then China, Mongolia, and Japan.

Since 1919, Yakovlev lived in Paris. Exposed his works at personal exhibitions in Paris (The Gallery
Barbazanges, 1920 and 1921), as well as in London and Chicago. Took part in the exhibitions of the Art
World group in the La Boetie gallery and in the Autumn Salon.

In 1924-1925 he took part in an expedition to the Sahara Desert and Equatorial Africa, where he
created series of paintings and drawings. Published French albums: «Far East in the paintings and
drawings of Alexander Yakovlev» (1922), «Chinese theater in paintings, sanguine and sketches of
Alexander Yakovlev» (1922) and «A. Yakovlev: African drawings and paintings» (1927). In 1934 he
received an invitation to become a professor of the Art Academy in Boston.

Today his works are kept in the collections of in the State Tretyakov Gallery in Moscow and the State
Russian Museum in St. Petersburg. Several works were acquired by Luxembourg Museum in Paris.

The work of Beklemishev can only be compared to that of Alexander Ivanov.
Many major Russian artists of the 19th and early 20th century addressed the
biblical themes, but no one except Alexander Ivanov and Sergei Beklemishev
made this subject the single one in their works. Although practically nothing was
written about Beklemishev during his lifetime, Pavel Ettinger, a famous collector
and art critic of the time, responded to his death. Ettinger, a fine connoisseur of
art, wrote that Beklemishev's works would be highly appreciated if ever a post-
mortem exhibition of his works were to be organized. These words were said
in 1920, when such art was irrelevant, so it is no wonder that the post-mortem
exhibition of Beklemishev's works was made after such a long time.

In the Name Day of Alexy Il, the Most Holy Patriarch of Moscow and All Russia
(February 25, 2007), the exhibition of the works of Sergei Beklemishev, who
dedicated his life to creating a series of paintings of the gospel scenes, was
opened in the museum of the Cathedral of Christ the Savior in Moscow.

SERGEI VASILIEVICH BEKLEMISHEYV (1870, Moscow — 1920, Moscow)

The artist Sergei Beklemishev came from lower middle class or merchant class; he
was a hereditary honorary citizen of Moscow, where he spent all his life. In 1890s he
studied at the Moscow School of Painting, Sculpture, and Architecture. His teachers
were Vasily Polenov and Isaac Levitan. Together with Malevich he attended the private
school of Fyodor Rerberg, where he stayed later as an assistant. The only themes in his
works were biblical and Gospel subjects.

Beklemishev was a member of the Moscow Fellowship of Artists and participated in
annual shows of the Fellowship. The works of the artist are kept in the Odessa Art
Museum.

VASILY VASILIEVICH PEREPLYOTCHIKOV (1863, Moscow — 1918, Moscow)

A Russian painter and graphic artist.

A son of Vasily Pereplyotchikov — a merchant, honored citizen of Moscow, and Candidate of Commerce. He studied fine art
and drawing under the tutelage of A.A. Kiselyov. In 1872, Pereplyotchikov entered the Moscow School of Painting, Sculpture,
and Architecture as a non-resident student, where he studied under I.1. Shishkin and V.D. Polenov. Later he attended Polenov's
drawing sessions.

Pereplyotchikov lived in Moscow. In 1880 s, he sometimes went to studies to Savvinskaya sloboda near Zvenigorod (together
with LI. Levitan and S. A. Korovin), to Plyos and to the Volga River (together with S.A. Vinogradov). He was a participant of major
art shows of the Moscow School of Painting, Sculpture, and Architecture beginning in 1880. He was also a member and exhibitor
of the Moscow Society of Art Lovers (1884-1908, with interruptions; a member from 1893; the secretary). A founding member and
a permanent exhibitor of the Union of Russian Artists (1903-1918; in 1906-1916 and 1917-1919— a Committee member). He also
participated in the exhibitions of the Association of Itinerant Art Exhibitions (1893, 1895-1901), the Moscow Fellowship of Artists
(1893,1895, 1899), the Society of Russian Watercolorists (1894, 1896, 1897), the World of Art (1899-1903), the 36 Artists (1901-1903),
the Salon of V.A. Izdebsky (1910), the Yekaterinoslav Scientific Society (1910), and Sreda group (1911). The artist exhibited his
worksin the All-Russian Industrial and Agricultural Exhibition in Nizhny Novgorod (1896), the exhibition of Petersburg and Finnish
artistsin St. Petersburg (1898), the International Exhibitionin Munich (1896), the exhibitions of Russian artin Paris (1906 ) and Berlin
(1906-1907), and others. The works by Pereplyotchikov are in the State Tretyakov Gallery in Moscow, the State Russian Museum in
St.Petersburg, art museums in Vladimir, Voronezh, Rostov Veliky, Barnaul, Irkutsk, Stavropol, Ulyanovsk, and others.

3.4. The auctioneer is the only legal representative of the Seller and any dispute shall be settled at the auctioneer’s absolute discretion.

3.5. The Sales begins when the auctioneer announces each lot, its starting price and gives provenance.

3.6. If a lot has an absentee bid, the sale begins with the reserved price. Telephone bidding follows general auctions rules.

* “a deliberate forgery” means an imitation made with the intention of deceiving as to authorship, origin, date, age, period, culture or source which
is not shown to be such in the description in the catalogue.

4.4. The Buyer shall have no rights under the Condition

4.3.if:

- The description in the catalogue at the date of sale was in accordance with the then generally accepted opinion of scholars and experts or fairly
indicated that there was a conflict of such opinion.

- The only method of establishing at the date of publication of the catalogue that the lot was a “deliberate forgery” was by means of scientific
processes not generally accepted for use until after publication of the catalogue or a process which was unreasonably expensive or impractical.
4.5. The Seller guarantees Condition 4.3. provided that the Buyer as a true owner has and is able to transfer a good and marketable title to the lot
free from any third party claims.

4.6. All the details of the sale will remain confidential.

5. Payment

5.1. Prices indicated in the catalogue are approximate and only the sale will determine the final value, excluding Seller’s premium. The starting price
of a lot is usually one half of the lower estimate published in the catalogue. Highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price”. The Seller adds
10% premium to the hammer price that is less than 500 000 rub and 5% premium to the hammer price exceeding 500 000 rub.

5.2. When a lot is sold the Buyer shall pay the “total amount due” the day of the sale or not later than seven working days after the auction.

5.3. The Seller, at its discretion, can offer credit terms to the Buyer under which the Buyer will leave a deposit (usually 20 per cent of the “total
amount due”) and will pay the rest not later than seven working days.

5.4. If any lot is not paid for in full or if there is any other breach of either of the aboved Condition, the Seller, at his discretion, will be entitled to
keep the deposit, to re-sell the lot at a public auction or at a private sale.

5.5. The Buyer can pay by cash or by credit card (MasterCard, Maestro).

6. Collection of purchases.

6.1. The Buyer at his own expense will pick up the lot purchased not late than seven working days after the day of the auction and not before
payment to the Seller of the “total amount due”.

6.2. For an additional fee the Seller can provide export licenses from the Russia Ministry of Culture and international shipping.
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
