In the year of graduation from VKhuTeMas she has visited Bukhara and Samarkand
with an expedition of monuments of architecture restoration. The exotic, multi"colour
image of the East became consonant to the creative temperament of the young artist.
As a result of a trip was graphic series “The Types of old Bukhara”, “Dungan Women
of Seven Rivers”, efc. In the creativity of the VkhuTeMas graduate the tendency of the
modern art, first of all consfructive ones, are processed from the point of view of a plas-
fic image of the East.

Julia Razumovskaya's desfiny has developed as the maijority of her colleagues contem-
poraries. She became the fair realist, apparently, forgotten her “sins” of the VKhuTeMas
(Higher Art and Technical Studios) youth. However in the end of her life she refurned
to the impressions of her youth and created on them several great decorative works
of the Central Asian cycle of a boundary 1960-1970s.

Nowadays her works are housed in the State Tretyakov Gallery in Moscow, the State
Russian Museum in St. Pefersburg, and in the Guggenheim Museum in New York City.

NOE GEDENIDZE (1914-2002)

Noe Gedenidze is one of the most original artists of the Soviet era.

Before the war Gedenidze studied at the Thilisi Academy of Fine Arts. During the War
he fought and was seriously wounded. In his mature years, in 1962 he graduated
from Surikov Moscow State Art Institute. Along with A. Laktionov, he painted poriraits
of party and government leaders. But his real art life passed in a two-storeyed studio
in a silent Olkhovsky Lane, where he painted for his own pleasure, his own way, not
expecling o parficipate in any exhibitions.

GEORGY VEREISKY (1886-1962)

A wonderful Russian graphic arfist.

Georgy Vereisky was not properly trained at any school. First he read law at Kharkov
and later on at Petersburg University. For some years he studied at the studio of E. Sch-
reider in Kharkov and after moving to Petersburg {1911) — at the New Art workshop,
where he learned under the guidance of remarkable artists.

In 1910s he published his portraits, grotesques and theatre drawings in the magazine
"Theatre and Art". Vereisky succeeded first of all as a graphic artist and as a master
of mass circulation techniques — mostly lithography. Depicting the reality from nature —
in other words, landscape and portrait genres — was his favorite.

In 1920s-1930s he created a number of marvelous graphic landscapes — both urban
and rural, and later many times he turned to urban painfing — most the Leningrad streets
near his workshop. He is also famous for his series of lithography — portraits of his out-
standing contemporaries, artists, writers, cultural workers. Among them the most famous
are portraits of E. Lansere (1944), G. Ulanova (1950), S. Konenkov (1954).

As a person of great general culture and professional skills (he worked as a custodian
of the engraving department in the Hermitage for twelve years and wrote a number
of research arficles), Vereisky succeeded in keeping the Russian classical tradition
in a most effective and natural way.

VERA GLINKA (1883-1956)

A Russian artist. Relative of the great Russian composer M. Glinka.

She studied in the private studio of Konstantin Yuon (from 1906). Graduated from
the Moscow school of Painting, Sculpture and Architecture (1906-1911) where her
teachers were Nikolay Kasatkin, Alexey Korin, Apollinary Vasnetsov, Leonid Pasternak,
Abram Arkhipov and Valentin Serov.

In 1912 she continued her studies in the Academy of Arts and then in the private studio
of Henri Matisse in Paris.

When she returned to Russia she settled down in Yelnya. She is an author of the graphi-
cal series depicting the village Shmakovo and country-seat Novospasskoye created
in 1910s-1940s. On her return fo Moscow in 1924 she taught the principles of visual
art, illustrated children books for the Moscow publishing houses. She created wonder-
ful series of paintings, based on the impressions received during her working tours
to Crimea and Kirghizia.

The works of V. Glinka are exhibited in the Central Museum of Musical Culture (Mos-
cow) and in the Smolensk State Museum-Reserve.

VASILY YAKOVLEV (1893-1953)

Russian artist, a keen follower of academic manner of painting. He sought fo combine
“the style of old gurus” with the targets of socrealism.

From 1911 he studied at physico-mathematical depariment of the Moscow University,
taking lessons at the studio of Vasily Meshkov (in 1913-1914). In 1914-1917 studied
atthe Moscow School of Arts, Sculpture and Architecture, where his teachers were Abram
Arkhipov and Konstantin Korovin. Was one of the active members of the Academy of Arts.
For many years he worked as a restorer of paintings in various museums, headed the
restoration workshop in the State Museum of Fine Arts.

Images of Italian, Dutch and Flemish paintings, together with impressions from cre-
afive assignments materialized into very peculiar canvas, full of pathos and technical
proficiency: the series «Fish of the Barentsev Sea» (1931-1934), «Gold-diggers are
writing to the author of the Great Constitution» [1937), «Argument about Art» (1946,
«Kolkhoz herd» [1948; Stalin Prize of 1949). He also drow portraits of salon type and
"old-style” landscapes (views of Sorrento, 1933].

In 1938-1939 and 1949-1950 was the chief artist of All-Union Agricultural Exhibition.
Actively worked as a teacher (since 1918 taught in Free Art workshops, the Moscow
State Art Institute named after V. 1. Surikov).

The last serious work of Yakovlev was management (together with Pavel Sokolov-
Skalya) of restoration of the Sevastopol panorama by France Rubo (since 1952).
Works are kept in the State Tretyakov Gallery, State Russian Museum and other large
museums of the former USSR.

AUCTION RULES

1. Conditions of business.
The seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) holds the auction in order to sell the property that is included in the auction collection and
published in the auction catalogue on the following terms and conditions.

2. The Seller and the Buyer.

2.1. The Seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) conducts the business and entitles the auctioneer and his assistant to hold the sale,
on such other terms through its legal representatives.

2.2. Actual or prospective buyers complete the registration form and receive their bid numbers.
The following prospective buyers are:
— consenting adults.
- All legal agents of legal entities with warranty to act on their behalf and written acknowledgment of payment guarantee.

2.3. Absentee bidding. A prospective buyer leaves an instruction to Seller to act on his behalf. An absentee bid form should
be completed not later than one working day before the sale. The lot numbers and the highest prices should be determined.
The absentee bid forms are enclosed in the catalogue and are available at the gallery. In the event of identical bids, the
earliest will take precedence.

3. The Sale.

3.1. Previewing.
All the lots in the sale are exhibited at the premises of Leonid Shishkin Gallery a week before the auction and Buyers should
satisfy themselves prior to the Sale as to the condition of each lot and should exercise and rely on their own judgment of the
lot according with its description.

3.2. lllustrations in the catalogue are for identification only.

3.3. The Sale starts at the time indicated in the catalogue and on the Gallery web-site. The catalogue can be ordered via e-mail:

3.4. The auctioneer is the only legal representative of the Seller and any dispute shall be settled at the auctioneer’s absolute
discretion.

3.5. The Sales begins when the auctioneer announces each lot, its starting price and gives provenance.

3.6. Ifalot has an absentee bid, the sale begins with the reserved price. Telephone bidding follows general auctions rules.

3.7. Abid means an absolute agreement to the price and each succeeding bid should exceed the previous by a certain proportion.

3.8. The auctioneer shall in his discretion direct the proportion; usually 10% (10,000 rub, 11,000 rub, 12,000 rub, etc.)

3.9. The highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price” and it indicates the sale is completed and no other conditions
of the sale are accepted by the Seller.

* “a deliberate forgery” means an imitation made with the intention of deceiving as to authorship, origin, date, age, period,
culture or source which is not shown to be such in the description in the catalogue.

4.4. The Buyer shall have no rights under the Condition 4.3. if:

—The description in the catalogue at the date of sale was in accordance with the then generally accepted opinion of scholars
and experts or fairly indicated that there was a conflict of such opinion.

— The only method of establishing at the date of publication of the catalogue that the lot was a “deliberate forgery” was
by means of scientific processes not generally accepted for use until after publication of the catalogue or a process which
was unreasonably expensive or impractical.

4.5. The Seller guarantees Condition 4.3. provided that the Buyer as a true owner has and is able to transfer a good and market-
able title to the lot free from any third party claims.
4.6. All the details of the sale will remain confidential.

5. Payment.

5.1. Prices indicated in the catalogue are approximate and only the sale will determine the final value, excluding Seller’s premi-
um. The starting price of a lot is usually one half of the lower estimate published in the catalogue. Highest bidder shall be the
buyer at the “hammer price”. The Seller adds 10% premium to the hammer price that is less than 500,000 rub and 5% pre-
mium to the hammer price exceeding 500,000 rub.

5.2. When a lot is sold the Buyer shall pay the “total amount due” the day of the sale or not later than seven working days after
the auction.
